ITEM 1. BUSINESS

Introduction

Invesco DB Agriculture Fund (the “Fund”), a separate series of Invesco DB Multi-Sector Commodity Trust (the “ Trust”), a
Delaware statutory trust organized in seven separate series, was formed on August 3, 2006. The term of the Fund is perpetua (unless
terminated earlier in certain circumstances) as provided for in the Fifth Amended and Restated Declaration of Trust and Trust
Agreement of the Trust, as amended (the “ Trust Agreement”). The Fund has an unlimited number of shares authorized for issuance.

Invesco Capital Management LLC (“Invesco”) has served as the managing owner (the “Managing Owner”), commodity pool
operator and commodity trading advisor of the Trust and the Fund since February 23, 2015. The Managing Owner holds 40 general
shares (the “ General Shares’) of the Fund. The fiscal year end of the Fund is December 31st.

The Fund seeksto track changes, whether positive or negative, in the level of the DBIQ Diversified Agriculture Index Excess
Return™ (the “Index”) over time, plus the excess, if any, of the sum of the Fund’ s interest income from its holdings of United States
Treasury Obligations (“ Treasury Income”), dividends from its holdings in money market mutual funds (affiliated or otherwise)
(“Money Market Income”) and dividends or distributions of capital gains from its holdings of T-Bill ETFs (as defined below) (“ T-Bill
ETF Income”) over the expenses of the Fund. The Fund invests in futures contracts in an attempt to track its Index. The Index is
intended to reflect the change in market value of the agricultural sector. The commodities comprising the Index are Corn, Soybeans,
Wheat, Kansas City Wheat, Sugar, Cocoa, Coffee, Cotton, Live Cattle, Feeder Cattle and Lean Hogs (each an “Index Commodity”,
and collectively, the “Index Commodities’).

The Fund may invest directly in United States Treasury Obligations. The Fund may also gain exposure to United States
Treasury Obligations through investmentsin exchange-traded funds (“ETFs") (affiliated or otherwise) that track indexes that measure
the performance of United States Treasury Obligations with a maximum remaining maturity of up to 12 months (“T-Bill ETFS’). The
Fund investsin United States Treasury Obligations, money market mutual funds and T-Bill ETFs (affiliated or otherwise), if any, for
margin and/or cash management purposes.

The Commodity Futures Trading Commission (the “CFTC”) and certain futures exchanges impose position limits on futures
contracts that reference Index Commodities (the “Index Contracts’). As the Fund approaches or reaches position limits with respect to
an Index Commodity, the Fund may commence investing in Index Contracts that reference other Index Commodities. In those
circumstances, the Fund may also trade in futures contracts based on commaodities other than Index Commodities that the Managing
Owner reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices that correlate with an Index Contract. In addition, the Managing Owner may
determine to invest in other futures contractsif at any timeit isimpractical or inefficient to gain full or partial exposure to an Index
Commodity through the use of Index Contracts. These other futures contracts may or may not be based on an Index Commaodity.
When they are not, the Managing Owner may seek to select futures contracts that it reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices
that correlate with an Index Contract.

The Fund offers common units of beneficial interest (the “Shares’) only to certain eligible financial institutions (the “ Authorized
Participants’) in one or more blocks of 200,000 Shares (“Basket”). The Fund commenced investment operations on January 3, 2007.
The Fund commenced trading on the American Stock Exchange (which became the NY SE Alternext US LLC) on January 5, 2007
and, since November 25, 2008, has been listed on the NY SE Arca, Inc. (the “NY SE Arca’).

I ndex Description

The Managing Owner pays Deutsche |nvestment Management Americas Inc. (the “Index Sponsor”) alicensing fee and an index
services fee for performing its duties.

These fees congtitute a portion of the routine operational, administrative and other ordinary expenses which are paid out of the
management fee paid to the Managing Owner (“Management Fee") and are not charged to or reimbursed by the Fund.

Neither the Managing Owner nor any affiliate of the Managing Owner has any rights to influence the selection of the futures
contracts underlying the Index. The Managing Owner has entered into a license agreement with the Index Sponsor to use the Index.

The Fund is not sponsored or endorsed by Deutsche Bank AG, Deutsche Investment Management Americas Inc. or any
subsidiary or affiliate of Deutsche Bank AG or Deutsche Investment Management Americas Inc. (collectively, “ Deutsche Bank™ ). The
DBIQ Diversified Agriculture Index Excess Return™ (the “ Index” ) is the exclusive property of Deutsche I nvestment Management
AmericasInc. “ DBIQ" isa service mark of Deutsche Bank AG and has been licensed for use for certain purposes by Deutsche
I nvestment Management Americas Inc. Neither Deutsche Bank nor any other party involved in, or related to, making or compiling the

The Index Sponsor may from time-to-time subcontract the provision of the calculation and other services described below to one
or more third parties. The Index is composed of notional amounts of each of the underlying Index Commaodities. The notional amount
of each Index Commaodity included in the Index isintended to reflect the changes in market value of each such Index Commodity
within the Index. The closing level of the Index is calculated on each business day by the Index Sponsor based on the closing price of
the futures contracts for each of the Index Commodities and the notional amount of such Index Commodity.

The Index is rebalanced annually in November to ensure that each of the Index Commoditiesis weighted in the same proportion
that such Index Commodities were weighted on January 18, 1989. The composition of the Index may be adjusted in the event that the
Index Sponsor is not able to calculate the closing prices of the Index Commodities.

The Index includes provisions for the replacement of futures contracts as they approach maturity. This replacement takes place
over aperiod of timein order to lessen the impact on the market for the futures contracts being replaced. With respect to each Index
Commodity, the Fund employs a rule-based approach when it “rolls’ from one futures contract to another.



The Index is comprised of OY Single Commaodity Indexes and non-OY Single Commodity Indexes. The Index Commodities
that underlie the OY Single Commodity Indexes are Corn, Soybeans, Wheat, Kansas City Wheat and Sugar (each, an “OY Index
Commodity,” collectively, the“ QY Index Commodities”). The Index Commodities that underlie the non-OY Single Commaodity
Indexes are Cocoa, Coffee, Cotton, Live Cattle, Feeder Cattle and Lean Hogs. The OY Single Commodity Indexes are rolled to the
futures contract which generates the best possible “implied roll yield.” The futures contract with a delivery month within the next
thirteen months which generates the best possible implied roll yield will be included in each OY Single Commodity Index. Where
there is an upward-sloping price curve for futures contracts, the implied roll yield is expected to be negative. The selection of a new
futures contract on an Index Commodity in such market conditions is designed to minimize the impact of negative roll yield.
Conversely, where there is adownward-sloping price curve for futures contracts, the implied roll yield is expected to be positive. The
selection of a new futures contract on the Index Commodities in such market conditions is designed to maximize the impact of
positive roll yield. The OY Single Commodity Indexes take the impact of implied roll yield into consideration by selecting, as the
replacement for an expiring futures contract, the futures contract with a delivery month within the next thirteen months that generates
the most favorable implied roll yield under the current market conditions.

The market condition in which the Index is designed to maximize the effect of positive roll yield when entering into new futures
contracts is called backwardation. Backwardation exists when prices are higher for contracts with shorter-term expirations than those
with longer-term expirations, a condition that is typically associated with commodities that are consumed quickly instead of being put
in storage. Rolling in a backwardated market will tend to enhance returns from futures trading. The market condition in which the
Index is designed to mitigate the effect of negative roll yield when entering into new futures contracts is called contango. Contango
exists when contract prices are higher in distant delivery months than in nearer delivery months, typically due to costs associated with
storing a given physical commodity for alonger period. Rolling in a contangoed market will tend to cause a drag on returns from
futures trading. Returns from futures trading are called excess returns, which is the combined return based on the spot prices of Index
Commodities and the roll yield from trading futures contracts on Index Commodities.

Each of the futures contracts with respect to the Non-OY Index Commodities rolls only to the next to expire futures contract as
provided below under “ Contract Selection (Non-OY Index Commodities only).”

The Index is calculated in USD on an excess return (unfunded) basis, which means that the Index reflects the return associated
with spot prices for Index Commaodities and the roll yield associated with trading futures contracts on Index Commodities. The Fund
also investsin securities that are expected to generate income, including Treasury Securities, money market mutual funds, and T-Bill
ETFs. These securities are held with the Custodian. In addition, Treasury Securities for deposit may be held with the Commaodity
Broker as margin for the Fund' s futures positions. The Index does not reflect any corresponding income characteristics.

The futures contract price for each Index Commaodity will be the exchange closing price for such Index Commodity on a day on
which the appropriate exchange is open for business (the “Index Business Days”). If aweekday is not an Exchange Business Day (as
defined in the following sentence) but is an Index Business Day, the exchange closing price from the previous Index Business Day
will be used for each Index Commodity. “ Exchange Business Day” means, in respect of an Index Commodity, a day that is atrading
day for such Index Commaodity on the relevant exchange (unless either an Index disruption event or force majeure event has occurred).

Contract Selection (OY Index Commodity only)

On thefirst Index Business Day of each month (the “Verification Date”), each OY Index Commodity futures contract will be
tested in order to determine whether to continue including it in the Index. If the OY Index Commodity futures contract requires
delivery of the underlying commodity in the next month, known as the Delivery Month, anew OY Index Commodity futures contract
will be selected for inclusion in the Index. For example, if the first Index Business Day is May 1 of the current year, and the Delivery
Month of the OY Index Commodity futures contract currently in such Index is June of the current year, anew OY Index Commaodity
futures contract with alater Delivery Month will be selected.

For each underlying OY Index Commodity of the Index, the new OY Index Commodity futures contract selected will be the OY
Index Commaodity futures contract with the best possible “implied roll yield” based on the closing price for each eligible OY Index
Commaodity futures contract. Eligible OY Index Commodity futures contracts are any OY Index Commodity futures contracts having
aDéelivery Month (i) no sooner than the month after the Delivery Month of the OY Index Commaodity futures contract currently in
such Index, and (ii) no later than the thirteenth month after the Verification Date. For example, if the first Index Business Day is May
1 of the current year and the Delivery Month of an OY Index Commoadity futures contract currently in the Index is June of the current
year, the Delivery Month of an eligible new OY Index Commodity futures contract must be between July of the current year and June
of thefollowing year. Theimplied roll yield isthen calculated and the futures contract on the OY Index Commaodity with the best
possible implied roll yield under the current market conditionsis then selected. If two futures contracts have the same implied roll
yield, the futures contract with the minimum number of months prior to the Delivery Month is selected.

After selection of the replacement futures contract, each OY Index Commodity futures contract will be rolled as provided in the
sub-paragraph “Monthly Index Roll Period with respect to both OY Index Commodities and Non-OY Index Commodities.”
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Contract Selection (the Non-OY Commodities only)

Onthefirst Index Business Day of each month, anew Non-OY Commodity futures contract will be selected to replace the old
Non-OY Commaodity futures contract. The new Non-OY Commodity futures contract selected is as provided in the following schedule.

After selection of the replacement futures contract, each Non-OY Index Commaodity futures contract will be rolled as provided
in the sub-paragraph “Monthly Index Roll Period with respect to both the OY Index Commodities and Non-OY Index Commodities.”

Monthly Index Roll Period with respect to both the OY Index Commodities and the Non-OY Index Commodities

After the futures contract selection with respect to both the OY Index Commodities and the Non-OY Index Commodities, the
monthly roll for each Index Commaodity subject to aroll in that particular month unwinds the old futures contract and enters a position
in the new futures contract. This takes place between the second and sixth Index Business Day of the month.

On each day during the roll period, new notional holdings are calculated. The calculations for the futures contracts on the old
Index Commodities that are leaving the Index and the futures contracts on the new Index Commodities are then cal cul ated.

On al days that are not monthly index roll days, the notional holdings of each Index Commaodity future remains constant.

The Index is re-weighted on an annual basis on the sixth Index Business Day of each November.

The calculation of the Index is expressed as the weighted average return of the Index Commodities.

The CFTC and commaodity exchanges impose position limits on market participantstrading in al eleven commodities included
in the Index.
TheTrustee

Under the Trust Agreement, Wilmington Trust Company, the trustee of the Trust and the Fund (the “ Trustee”), has the power
and authority to execute and file certificates as required by the Delaware Statutory Trust Act and to accept service of process on the
Fund in the State of Delaware. The Managing Owner has the exclusive management and control of all aspects of the business of the
Trust and the Fund. The Trustee will servein that capacity until such time as the Managing Owner removes the Trustee or the Trustee
resigns and a successor is appointed by the Managing Owner. The Trustee will have no duty or liability to supervise or monitor the
performance of the Managing Owner, nor will the Trustee have any liability for the acts or omissions of the Managing Owner.



The Managing Owner

The Managing Owner was formed on February 7, 2003. The Managing Owner is an affiliate of Invesco Ltd. The Managing
Owner was formed to be the managing owner of investment vehicles such as ETFs and has been managing non-commodity futures
based ETFs since 2003 and a commodity futures based ETF since 2014. The Managing Owner serves as the commodity pool operator
and commodity trading advisor of the Trust and the Fund. The Managing Owner is registered as a commaodity pool operator and
commodity trading advisor with the CFTC and is a member of, and approved as a swap firm by, the National Futures Association (the
“NFA”). As aregistered commodity pool operator and commodity trading advisor, with respect to the Fund, the Managing Owner
must comply with various regulatory requirements under the Commaodity Exchange Act of 1936, as amended (the “ Commodity
Exchange Act”) and the rules and regulations of the CFTC and the NFA, including investor protection requirements, antifraud
prohibitions, disclosure requirements, and reporting and recordkeeping requirements. The Managing Owner also is subject to periodic
inspections and audits by the CFTC and NFA.

The Managing Owner’s main business offices are located at 3500 Lacey Road, Suite 700, Downers Grove, lllinois 60515, and
its telephone number is (800) 983-0903.

The Fund pays the Managing Owner the Management Fee, monthly in arrears, in an amount equal to 0.85% per annum of the
daily net asset value (“NAV") of the Fund.

The Fund may, for margin and/or cash management purposes, invest in money market mutual funds and/or T-Bill ETFsthat are
managed by affiliates of the Managing Owner. Theindirect portion of the management fee that the Fund may incur through such
investment is in addition to the Management Fee paid to the Managing Owner. The Managing Owner has contractually agreed to
waive indefinitely the fees that it receivesin an amount equal to the indirect management fees that the Fund incurs through its
investments in affiliated money market mutual funds and/or affiliated T-Bill ETFs. The Managing Owner may terminate this fee
waiver on 60 days notice.

Pursuant to the Trust Agreement, the Fund will indemnify the Managing Owner against any losses, judgments, liabilities,
expenses and amounts paid in settlement of any claims sustained by it in connection with its activities on behalf of the Fund, except
for any expenses resulting from gross negligence or willful misconduct.

The Commodity Broker

Morgan Stanley & Co. LLC, aDelaware limited liability company, serves as the Fund’ s futures clearing broker (the
“Commodity Broker”). The Commodity Broker is registered with the CFTC as a futures commission merchant and is a member of the
NFA in such capacity.

A variety of executing brokers execute futures transactions on behalf of the Fund. Such executing brokers give-up al such
transactions to the Commodity Broker. In its capacity as clearing broker, the Commodity Broker may execute or receive transactions
executed by others and clears all of the Fund’ s futures transactions and performs certain administrative and custodial services for the
Fund. The Commodity Broker is responsible, among other things, for providing periodic accountings of all dealings and actions taken
by the Trust on behalf of the Fund during the reporting period, together with an accounting of all securities, cash or other indebtedness
or obligations held by it or its nominees for or on behalf of the Fund.

The Fund pays the Commodity Broker all brokerage commissions, including applicable exchange fees, NFA fees, give-up fees,
pit brokerage fees and other transaction related fees and expenses charged in connection with trading activities by the Commodity
Broker. The Commodity Broker’s brokerage commissions and trading fees are determined on a contract-by-contract basis. Brokerage
commissions and fees in any future fiscal year or any part of any future fiscal year may be greater than feesincurred in prior fiscal
years. On average, total charges paid to the Commodity Broker were less than $7.00, $7.00 and $7.00 per round-turn trade! for the
years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016, respectively.

1 A round-turn trade is a completed transaction involving both a purchase and aliquidating sale, or a sale followed by a covering
purchase.

The Administrator, Custodian and Transfer Agent

The Bank of New York Mellon (the “Administrator”, “ Custodian” and “ Transfer Agent”) is the administrator, custodian and
transfer agent of the Fund. The Fund and the Administrator have entered into separate administrative, custodian, transfer agency and
service agreements (collectively referred to as the “ Administration Agreement”).

The Bank of New Y ork Mellon, a banking corporation organized under the laws of the State of New Y ork with trust powers, has
an office at 2 Hanson Place, Brooklyn, New Y ork, 11217. The Bank of New Y ork Mellon is subject to supervisions by the New Y ork
State Department of Financial Services and the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System.



Pursuant to the Administration Agreement, the Administrator performs or supervises the performance of services necessary for
the operation and administration of the Fund (other than making investment decisions), including receiving and processing orders
from Authorized Participants to create and redeem Baskets, NAV calculations, accounting and other fund administrative services. The
Administrator maintains certain financial books and records, including: Basket creation and redemption records; fund accounting
records; ledgers with respect to assets, liabilities, capital, income and expenses; the registrar, transfer journals and related details; and
trading and related documents received from the Commodity Broker. The Managing Owner pays the Administrator administrative
services fees out of the Management Fee.

TheDistributor

Invesco Distributors, Inc. isthe Fund’ s distributor (the “ Distributor”). Pursuant to the Distribution Services Agreement among
the Managing Owner, the Fund and the Distributor, the Distributor assists the Managing Owner and the Administrator with certain
functions and duties relating to distribution and marketing services to the Fund including reviewing and approving marketing
materials. Prior to June 20, 2016, ALPS Distributors, Inc. provided distribution services to the Fund.

The Distribution Services Agreement is terminable without penalty on sixty days written notice by the Managing Owner or by
the Distributor. The Distribution Services Agreement will automatically terminate in the event of its assignment.

Pursuant to the Distribution Services Agreement, the Fund will indemnify and hold harmless the Distributor and each of its
directors and officers and each person, if any, who controls the Distributor within the meaning of Section 15 of the Securities Act,
against any loss, liability, claim, damages or expenses (including the reasonable cost of investigating or defending any alleged loss,
liahility, claim, damages or expense and reasonable counsel feesincurred in connection therewith) arising by reason of any person
acquiring any Shares, based upon the ground that the registration statement, prospectus, statement of additional information,
sharehol der reports or other information filed or made public by the Fund (as from time-to-time amended) included an untrue
statement of amaterial fact or omitted a material fact required to be stated or necessary in order to make the statements therein not
misleading under the Securities Act or any other statute or the common law.

The Managing Owner pays the Distributor a distribution fee out of the Management Fee.

I ndex Sponsor

The Managing Owner, on behalf of the Fund, has appointed Deutsche Investment Management Americas Inc. to serve asthe
index sponsor (the “Index Sponsor”). The Index Sponsor calculates and publishes the daily index levels and the indicative intraday
index levels. Additionally, the Index Sponsor also calculates the indicative value per Share of the Fund throughout each business day.

The Managing Owner pays the Index Sponsor alicensing fee and an index services fee out of the Management Fee for
performing its duties.
Marketing Agent

The Managing Owner, on behalf of the Trust and the Fund, has appointed Deutsche Investment Management Americas Inc. as
the marketing agent (the “Marketing Agent”) to assist the Managing Owner by providing support to educate institutional investors
about the DBIQ indices and to complete governmental or institutional due diligence questionnaires or requests for proposals related to
the DBIQ indices.

The Managing Owner pays the Marketing Agent a marketing services fee out of the Management Fee.

The Marketing Agent will not open or maintain customer accounts or handle orders for the Fund. The Marketing Agent has no
responsibility for the performance of the Fund or the decisions made or actions taken by the Managing Owner.
Tax Reporting

The Fund has retained the services of PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP to assist with certain tax reporting requirements of the Fund
and its Shareholders.
Regulation

Futures exchanges in the United States are subject to regulation under the Commaodity Exchange Act by the CFTC, the
governmental agency having responsibility for regulation of futures exchanges and trading on those exchanges.

The Commaodity Exchange Act and the CFTC also regulate the activities of “commodity trading advisors’ and *“commodity pool
operators’ and the CFTC has adopted regul ations with respect to certain of such persons’ activities. Pursuant to its authority, the
CFTC requires acommodity pool operator (such as the Managing Owner) to keep accurate, current and orderly records with respect to
each pool it operates. The CFTC may suspend the registration of a commodity pool operator if the CFTC finds that the operator has



violated the Commaodity Exchange Act or regulations thereunder and in certain other circumstances. Suspension, restriction or
termination of the Managing Owner’ s registration as a commodity pool operator would prevent it, until such time (if any) as such
registration were to be reinstated, from managing, and might result in the termination of, the Fund. The Commaodity Exchange Act
givesthe CFTC similar authority with respect to the activities of commaodity trading advisors, such as the Managing Owner. If the
registration of a managing owner as a commaodity trading advisor were to be terminated, restricted or suspended, the managing owner
would be unable, until such time (if any) as such registration were to be reinstated, to render trading advice to the Fund. The Fund is
not registered with the CFTC in any capacity.

The Commaodity Exchange Act requires all “futures commission merchants,” such as the Commodity Broker, to meet and
maintain specified fitness and financial requirements, to segregate customer funds from proprietary funds and account separately for
all customers’ funds and positions, and to maintain specified books and records open to inspection by the staff of the CFTC.

The Commaodity Exchange Act aso gives the states certain powers to enforce its provisions and the regulations of the CFTC.

Shareholders are afforded certain rights for reparations under the Commodity Exchange Act. Shareholders may aso be able to
maintain a private right of action for certain violations of the Commodity Exchange Act. The CFTC has adopted rules implementing
the reparation provisions of the Commodity Exchange Act which provide that any person may file acomplaint for areparations award
with the CFTC for violation of the Commodity Exchange Act against afloor broker, futures commission merchant, introducing
broker, commadity trading advisor, commodity pool operator, and their respective associated persons.

Pursuant to authority in the Commaodity Exchange Act, the NFA was formed and registered with the CFTC as a “registered
futures association.” At the present time, the NFA is the only non-exchange self-regulatory organization for derivatives professionals.
NFA members are subject to NFA standards relating to fair trade practices, market integrity, and consumer protection. As the self-
regulatory body of the derivativesindustry, the NFA promulgates rules governing the conduct of derivatives professionals and
disciplines those professionals who do not comply with such standards. The CFTC has delegated to the NFA responsibility for the
registration of commodity trading advisors, commodity pool operators, futures commission merchants, introducing brokers, and swap
dealers, among others, and their respective associated persons, as applicable, and floor brokers. The Commodity Broker and the
Managing Owner are members of the NFA (the Fund is not required to become a member of the NFA).

The CFTC has no authority to regulate trading on foreign futures exchanges and markets but permits direct access to such
markets from the United States with respect to foreign boards of trade that are registered as such with the CFTC.
Employees

The Fund has no employees.

Available Information

The Fund files with or submits to the SEC annual, quarterly and current reports and other information meeting the informational
requirements of the Exchange Act. These reports are available on the Managing Owner’ s website at http://www.invesco.com/ETFs.
Information in the Managing Owner’ s website shall not be deemed to be a part of this Report or incorporated by reference herein
unless otherwise expressly stated. The SEC maintains an Internet site that contains reports, proxy and information statements and
other information filed electronically by us with the SEC which are available on the SEC’ s Internet site at http://www.sec.gov.

The Fund also posts monthly performance reports and its annual report, as required by the CFTC, on the Managing Owner’s
website at the address listed above.

ITEM 1A. RISK FACTORS

An investment in Sharesinvolves a high degree of risk. Investors should consider carefully all of the risks described below,
together with the other information contained in this Annual Report on Form 10-K (the "Report") and the Fund' s Prospectus, before
making a decision to invest in Shares. If any of the following risks occur, the business, financial condition and results of operations of
the Fund may be adver sely affected.

Market Risks

NAV May Not Always Correspond to Market Price and, as a Result, Baskets May Be Created or Redeemed at a Value that Differs
from the Market Price of the Shares.

Shares may trade at, above or below their NAV. The NAV fluctuates with changes in the market value of the Fund’ s assets. The
trading price of Shares fluctuates in accordance with changesin the NAV, intraday changes in the value of the futures contracts and
market supply and demand. The amount of the discount or premium in the trading price of the Shares relative to their NAV may be
influenced by non-concurrent trading hours between NY SE Arca (the exchange on which the Shares trade) and the exchanges on



which futures contracts on the Index Commodities trade. While the Shares are expected to trade on NY SE Arca until 4:00 p.m.
(Eastern time), liquidity in the markets for the futures contracts on the Index Commodities are expected to be reduced whenever the
principal markets for those contracts are closed. As aresult, trading spreads, and the resulting premium or discount on Shares, may
widen during these gaps in market trading hours.

The NYSE Arca May Halt Trading in the Shares Which Would Adversely Impact Your Ability to Sell Shares.

The Shares are listed for trading on the NY SE Arca. Trading in Shares may be halted due to market conditions or in light of
certain procedures and safeguards under NY SE Arcarules. In addition, trading is subject to trading halts caused by extraordinary
market volatility pursuant to “circuit breaker” rulesthat require trading to be halted for a specified period based on a specified market
decline. If the Fund were no longer to meet the requirements necessary to maintain the listing of its Shares, the Shares would be
delisted. In such a scenario, the Fund would be terminated.

The Lack of an Active Trading Market for the Shares May Result in Losses on Your | nvestment at the Time of Disposition of
Your Shares.

Although the Shares are listed and traded on the NY SE Arca, there can be no guarantee that an active trading market for the
Shares will be maintained. If you need to sell your Shares at atime when no active market for them exists, the price you receive for
your Shares, assuming that you are able to sell them, likely will be lower than the price you would receive if an active market did
exist.

Volatility May Cause the Total Loss of Your | nvestment.

Futures contracts prices have a high degree of volatility and are subject to rapid and substantial changes. Consequently, thereis
arisk that the value of your investment in the Fund could decrease significantly due to rapid and substantial changes in the prices of
futures contracts held by the Fund. The Index’ s average annual volatility since inception is 10.17%. Average annual volatility isthe
average of the Index’ s volatility each year since itsinception. Y early volatility is the relative rate at which the price of the Index
moves up and down, found by calculating the annualized standard deviation of the daily change in price for each business day in the
given year.

In addition, the Fund enters sell orders with the Commaodity Broker from time to time, to liquidate Index Contract positionsin
order to satisfy redemption requests or to pay expenses and liabilities. The Fund is subject to the risk that temporary aberrations or
distortions will occur in the market for Index Contracts at the time those orders are executed. The prices received by the Fund from
the liquidation of its positions could be adversely affected, which in turn could adversely affect the value of the Shares. Those
aberrations or distortions may result from trading activities by other market participants or actions taken by the Commodity Broker,
the CFTC, the exchanges or other regulatory authorities. If the Fund’ s positions are liquidated at inopportune times or in a manner
that temporarily distorts the market or otherwise causes a pricing aberration, the value of the Shares may be adversely affected.

The Fund's Trading of Index Contracts May Adversely Affect the Price that the Fund Pays for I ndex Contracts.

The prices that the Fund pays for Index Contracts may be adversely affected by the trading of Index Contracts by other market
participants. Transactions by other market participants may be based on their awareness of the Fund’s positionsin Index Contracts. If
other market participants are able to anticipate the timing of the Fund’s Index Contract transactions, for instance, they may be able to
execute transactions in advance of the Fund. If that were to occur, those market participants may receive more favorable pricing for
their Index Contract transactions than the Fund does for its own, subsequent Index Contract transactions. If the Fund’s Index Contract
positions represent a significant part of the open long interest in those Index Contracts, moreover, other market participants may take
that fact into account and trade in a manner that adversely affects the prices that the Fund obtains when trading Index Contracts. The
Fund may not be able to counteract adverse pricing effects of its own positions and transactions in Index Contracts.

Withdrawal from Participation by Authorized Participants May Affect the Liquidity of Shares.

If one or more Authorized Participants withdraws from participation, it may become more difficult to create or redeem Baskets,
which may reduce the liquidity of the Shares. If it becomes more difficult to create or redeem Baskets, the correlation between the
price of the Shares and the NAV may be affected, which may affect the trading market for the Shares. Having fewer participantsin
the market for the Shares could also adversely affect the ability to arbitrage any price difference between futures contracts and the
Shares, which may also affect the trading market and liquidity of the Shares.

Possible I lliquid Markets May Exacerbate L osses.

Futures positions cannot always be liquidated at the desired price. It is difficult to execute atrade at a specific price when there
isarelatively small volume of buy and sell ordersin amarket. A market disruption, such as when foreign governments may take or
be subject to political actions which disrupt the marketsin their currencies or major commaodities exports, can also make it difficult to
liquidate a position.



[liquidity may cause losses for the Fund. The large size of the positions which the Fund may acquire increases the risk of
illiquidity by both making its positions more difficult to liquidate and increasing the losses incurred while trying to do so.

Trading on Futures Exchanges Outside the United States | s Not Subject to U.S. Regulation.

Trading on futures exchanges located outside the United States is not regulated by any United States governmental agency and
may involve certain risks not applicable to trading on U.S. exchanges, including different or diminished investor protections. If the
Fund trades contracts denominated in currencies other than U.S. dollars, the Fund will be exposed to the risk of adverse exchange-rate
movements between the dollar and the currencies in which those contracts are denominated.

In addition, trading on non-U.S. exchanges is subject to the risks presented by exchange controls, expropriation, increased tax
burdens and exposure to local economic declines and political instability, among other factors. An adverse development with respect
to any of these factors could reduce the profit or increase the loss earned on the Fund’ s trades on non-U.S. exchanges.

The Effect of Market Disruptions and Government I nterventions Are Unpredictable and May Have an Adverse Effect on the Value
of Your Shares.

The commodity futures markets may be subject to temporary distortions due to various factors, including lack of liquidity,
congestion, disorderly closing periods, manipulation and disruptive conduct, limitations on deliverable supplies, excessive speculation,
government regulation and intervention, technical and operational or system failures, nuclear accidents, terrorism, riots and acts of
God.

Government intervention has in certain cases been implemented on an “emergency” basis, suddenly and substantially
eliminating market participants' ability to continue to implement certain strategies or manage the risk of their outstanding positions.
These interventions have typically been unclear in scope and application, resulting in confusion and uncertainty which in itself has
been materialy detrimental to the efficient functioning of the markets as well as previously successful investment strategies.

The financial crisis of 2008-2009 and associated regulatory changes, including the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Reform and
Consumer Protection Act (the “Dodd Frank Act”) are generally considered to have contributed to less credit being available to
financial market participants. Thisis particularly the case for credit extended by banks and other traditional lending sources. The Fund
does not borrow from lenders for the purpose of pursuing its investment objective. Nonethel ess, restrictions on the availability of
credit may adversely affect investors who borrow to purchase Shares and participants in the markets for financial instrumentsin which
the Fund trades, including futures markets. Limitations on the availability of credit, whether in stressed market conditions or
otherwise, may have amaterial adverse effect on investors and financial market participants, which in turn could affect the Fund's
ability to pursue its investment objective. Among other things, fewer prospective investors may adversely affect the Fund' s asset
levels, and fewer financial market participants may reduce liquidity and adversely affect pricing for the financia instruments that the
Fund seeksto trade.

The Fund may incur major losses in the event of disrupted markets and other extraordinary events in which historical pricing
rel ationships become materially distorted. The risk of loss from pricing distortions is compounded by the fact that in disrupted markets
many positions become illiquid, making it difficult or impossible to close out or liquidate positions against which the markets are
moving. The large size of the positions which the Fund may acquire increases the risk of illiquidity by both making its positions more
difficult to liquidate and increasing the losses incurred while trying to do so.

An Investment in the Shares May Be Adversely Affected by Competition from Other Methods of I nvesting in Commodities.

The Fund competes with other financial vehicles, including mutual funds, and other investment companies, ETFs, other index
tracking commodity pools, actively traded commodity pools, hedge funds, traditional debt and equity securities issued by companies
in the commodities industry, other securities backed by or linked to commodities, and direct investments in the underlying
commodities or commodity futures contracts. Market and financial conditions, and other conditions beyond the Managing Owner’s
control, may make it more attractive to invest in other financial vehicles or to invest in such commodities directly, which could limit
the market for the Shares and therefore reduce the liquidity of the Shares.

The NAV Calculation of the Fund May Be Overstated or Understated Due to the Valuation Method Employed When a Settlement
Priceis Not Available on the Date of NAV Calculation.

Calculating the NAV of the Fund includes, in part, any unrealized profits or losses on open commodity futures contracts. Under
normal circumstances, the NAV of the Fund reflects the settlement price of open commodity futures contracts on the date when the
NAYV is being calculated. However, if a settlement price for acommaodity futures contract could not be determined for any reason, the
Managing Owner may value the futures contract pursuant to policies the Managing Owner has adopted. In such asituation, thereisa
risk that the resulting calculation of the Fund’s NAV could be understated or overstated, perhaps to a significant degree.



Futures Risks

Fluctuationsin the Price of Assets Held by the Fund Could Have a Materially Adverse Effect on the Value of an I nvestment in
Shares.

The Shares are designed to reflect as closely as possible the changes, positive or negative, in the level of the Index, over time,
through the Fund' s portfolio of exchange-traded futures contracts on the Index Commodities. The value of the Shares relates directly
to the value of the portfalio, less the liabilities (including estimated accrued but unpaid expenses) of the Fund. The price of the Index
Commaodities may fluctuate widely. Several factors may affect the prices of the Index Commaodities, including, but not limited to:

»  Global supply and demand of each of the Index Commodities, which may be influenced by such factors as forward selling
by the various commaodities producers, purchases made by the commodities' producers to unwind their hedge positions and
production and cost levelsin the major markets of each of the Index Commodities;

» Domestic and foreign interest rates and investors' expectations concerning interest rates;

» Domestic and foreign inflation rates and investors expectations concerning inflation rates;

* Investment and trading activities of mutual funds, ETFs, closed-end funds, hedge funds and commodity funds;
*  Weather and other environmental conditions;

» Actsof God; and
e Global or regional palitical, economic or financial events and situations.

Fewer Representative Commodities May Result in Greater | ndex Volatility.

The Index Commodities are Light Sweet Crude Oil (WTI), Heating Oil, RBOB Gasoline, Natural Gas, Brent Crude, Gold, Silver,
Aluminum, Zinc, Copper Grade A, Corn, Wheat, Soybeans, and Sugar. Other commodity indexes may contain a larger number of
commodities than the Index. Accordingly, increased volatility in a single Index Commodity is expected to have a greater impact on
the Index’s overal volatility than would likely be the case with increased volatility in a single commodity within a broader index.
Because the Fund tracks the performance of the Index, your investment in the Fund will be exposed to the relatively greater impact
on the Index of volatility in asingle Index Commodity

Because the Futures Contracts Have No I ntrinsic Value, the Positive Performance of Your | nvestment | s Wholly Dependent Upon
an Equal and Offsetting Loss.

Trading in futures contracts transfers the risk of future price movements from one market participant to another. For every gain
in futures trading, there is an equal and offsetting loss. Accordingly, whether a futures trade is profitable for one party depends on
whether the price paid, value received, or cost of delivery under the related futures contract is favorable to that party. The prices of
stocks, bonds, and other assets could rise significantly and the economy as awhole could prosper while the Fund experiences losses as
aresult of pursuing its investment objective through trading in Index Contracts.

The Fund May Not Provide a Diversification Benefit to | nvestmentsin Other Asset Classes and May Result in Additional Losses
to Your Portfolio.

Historically, commodity futures returns have tended not to be correlated with the returns of other assets such as stocks and
bonds. Commaodity futures contracts therefore have the potential to help diversify investor portfolios consisting of stocks and bonds, to
the extent thereis low or negative correlation between commodity futures contracts and other financial assets held in those portfolios.
However, the fact that the Index is not inversely correlated with other assets such as stocks and bonds means that, in seeking to
replicate the performance of the Index, the Fund will not necessarily be profitable during unfavorable periods for the stock or bond
markets. If the Shares perform in a manner that correlates with the stock or bond markets or otherwise do not perform successfully, the
Shares may not provide any diversification from losses in those markets. In such a scenario, the Shares may produce no gainsto offset
losses from investments in stocks, bonds, or related assets and may result in additional investment losses.
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The Fund's Returns from Futures Trading Will Be Affected by Market Conditions When Replacing Expiring Futures Contracts
with New Futures Contracts on | ndex Commodities.

The Fund' s returns from futures trading are called excess return, which is the combined return based on the spot prices of Index
Commodities and the roll yield from trading Index Contracts. Market conditions at the time the Fund replaces expiring Index
Contracts with new Index Contracts — i.e.,, when Index Contracts are “rolled” — will affect the Fund's roll yield. Those market
conditions are referred to as backwardation and contango, which will generally affect the Fund'sroll yield as set forth below:

* Ralling in a backwardated market will tend to enhance returns from futures trading. Backwardation exists when prices
are higher for contracts with shorter-term expirations than those with longer-term expirations, a condition that is
typically associated with commodities that are consumed quickly instead of being put in storage.

* Ralling in a contangoed market will tend to cause a drag on returns from futures trading. Contango exists when contract
prices are higher in distant delivery months than in nearer delivery months, typically due to costs associated with storing
agiven physical commodity for alonger period.

In seeking to track the performance of the Index, therefore, the Fund will be exposed to the effects of backwardation and
contango when it rolls its positions in Index Contracts. The Index uses the Optimum Yield™ rolling methodology, which seeks to
maximize the roll benefits in backwardated markets and to minimize the losses from rolling in contangoed markets. There can be no
assurance that these outcomes will be obtained. The impact of backwardation and contango may also cause the Fund' s performance to
vary from the returns of other price references, including the spot prices of one or more Index Commodities.

Index Risks
The Fund’'s Performance May Not Always Replicate the Changesin the Levels of its I ndex.

Tracking the Index requires trading of the Fund's portfolio with aview to tracking the Index over time and is dependent upon
the skills of the Managing Owner and its trading principals, among other factors. It is possible that the Fund’ s performance may not
fully replicate the changesin closing levels of the Index due to disruptions in the markets for the relevant Index Commodities, the
imposition of speculative position limits, or due to other extraordinary circumstances. The Managing Owner may determine to invest
in other futures contractsif at any timeit isimpractical or inefficient to gain full or partial exposure to an Index Commodity through
the use of Index Contracts. These other futures contracts may or may not be based on an Index Commaodity. When they are not, the
Managing Owner may seek to select futures contracts that it reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices that correlate with an
Index Contract. Asthe Fund approaches or reaches position limits with respect to an Index Commaodity, the Fund may commence
investing in Index Contracts that reference other Index Commodities. In those circumstances, the Fund may also trade in futures
contracts based on commodities other than Index Commaodities that the Managing Owner reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading
pricesthat correlate with an Index Contract. In addition, the Fund may not be able to replicate the changesin levels of the Index
because the total return generated by the Fund is reduced by expenses and transaction costs, including those incurred in connection
with the Fund’ s trading activities, and increased by, as applicable, Treasury Income, Money Market Income and T-Bill ETF Income.

The Fund IsNot Actively Managed and Tracks the Index During Periods in Which the Index I s Flat or Declining aswell as
When the Index IsRising.

The Fund is not actively managed on the basis of judgments relating to economic, financial and market conditions with a
view to obtaining positive results under all market conditions. Instead, the Managing Owner seeks to cause the NAV to track the
performance of the Index during periods in which the Index isflat or declining as well as when the Index isrising. Therefore, if
positions in any one or more of the Index Commodities are declining in value, the Fund will not close out such positions, except in
connection with a change in the composition or weighting of the Index.

Unusually Long Peak-to-Valley Drawdown Periods with Respect To the Index May Be Reflected in Equally Long Peak-to-Valley
Drawdown Periods with Respect to the Performance of the Shares.

“Peak-to-valley drawdown” represents the cumulative percentage decline in month-end NAV per Share due to losses sustained
during any period in which the initial month-end NAV per Shareis not equaled or exceeded by a subsequent month-end NAV per
Share.

Although past Index levels are not necessarily indicative of future Index levels, the peak-to-valley drawdown periods that the
Index has experienced have been unusually long and have lasted for multi-year drawdown periods.

Because it is expected that the Fund’ s performance will track the change of its underlying Index, the Fund would experience a
continuous drawdown during the period that the Index experiences such a drawdown. The value of your Shares will also decrease
during such a period.
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Regulatory Risks

Position Limits and Other Potential Limitations on Futures Trading May Restrict the Creation of Baskets and the Operation of
the Fund.

Position Limits. CFTC and futures exchange rules impose position limits on market participants, including the Fund, trading in
certain commaodity futures contracts. These position limits prohibit any person from holding a position of more than a specific number
of futures contracts. Generally, position limits in the physical delivery markets are set at a stricter level during the spot month, which
is the month when the futures contract matures and becomes deliverable, versus the limits for any other month or for al months
combined. Limits are generally applied on an aggregate basis to positions held in accounts that are subject to 10% or greater common
ownership or control. There are exemptions from this general aggregation requirement.

The Index is composed of 11 Index Commaodities, each of which are al subject to speculative position limits imposed by either
the CFTC or the rules of the futures exchanges on which the futures contracts for the applicable Index Commodities are traded. The
CFTC has been seeking to amend its position limits rules for several years. In November 2013, the CFTC proposed for public
comment new position limits and aggregation regulations. After a lengthy comment period on this proposal, the CFTC re-proposed, in
December 2016, position limits for 25 commodity futures and options contracts, as well as for swaps that are economically equivalent
to those contracts. In December 2016, the CFTC adopted rule amendments that provide exemptions from the general requirement to
aggregate all positions that are held pursuant to 10% or greater common ownership or control.

The ultimate outcome of this rulemaking effort, and the resulting impact on the Fund of any fina regulations that impose new or
revised position limits, is unknown. It is also possible that futures exchanges may amend their existing position limits rules or adopt
new requirements. In addition, the CFTC could separately implement other changes to specific position limits or to the regime as a
whole. New or more restrictive position limits could reduce liquidity in the market, which would be likely to have adverse effects on
the pricing of commodity futures contracts. Changes in CFTC and/or exchange-level position limits rules therefore could adversely
affect the Fund’ s ability to pursue its investment objective.

Position Aggregation. In general, a trader is required by CFTC or exchange rules, as applicable, to aggregate al positions in
accounts as to which the trader has 10% or greater ownership or control. CFTC and exchange rules provide exemptions from this
requirement. For example, a trader is not required to aggregate positions in multiple accounts that it owns or controls if that trader is
able to satisfy the requirements of an exemption from aggregation of those accounts, including, where available, the independent
account controller exemption.

Failure to comply with the independent account controller exemption or ancther exemption from the aggregation requirement
could obligate the Managing Owner to aggregate positions in multiple accounts under its control, which could include the Fund and
other commodity pools or accounts under the Managing Owner’s control. In such a scenario, the Fund may not be able to obtain
exposure to one or more Index Contracts necessary to pursue itsinvestment objective, or it may be required to liquidate existing Index
Contract positions in order to comply with alimit. Such an outcome could adversely affect the Fund’s ability to pursue its investment
objective or achieve favorable performance.

The CFTC amended its position aggregation rules in December 2016. The CFTC staff subsequently issued time-limited no-action
relief from compliance with certain requirements under the amended aggregation rules, including the general requirement to aggregate
positions in the same commodity futures contracts traded pursuant to substantially identical trading strategies. This no-action relief
expires on August 12, 2019.

Accountability Levels. Exchanges may establish accountability levels applicable to futures contracts instead of position limits. An
exchange may order a person who holds or controls a position in excess of a position accountability level not to further increase its
position, to comply with any prospective limit that exceeds the size of the position owned or controlled, or to reduce any open position
that exceeds the position accountability level if the exchange determines that such action is necessary to maintain an orderly market.
Position accountability levels could adversely affect the Fund's ability to establish and maintain positions in commodity futures
contracts to which such levels apply, if the Fund were to trade in such contracts. Such an outcome could adversely affect the Fund's
ability to pursue its investment objective.

Daily Limits. U.S. futures exchanges and some foreign exchanges have regulations that limit the amount of fluctuation in futures
contract prices that may occur during a single business day. These limits are generally referred to as “daily price fluctuation limits” or
“daily limits,” and the maximum or minimum price of a contract on any given day as aresult of these limits is referred to as a “limit
price. Once a limit price has been reached in a particular contract, it is usually the case that no trades may be made at a different price
than specified in the limit. The duration of limit prices generally varies. Limit prices may have the effect of precluding the Fund from
trading in a particular contract or requiring the Fund to liquidate contracts at disadvantageous times or prices. Either of those outcomes
could adversely affect the Fund' s ability to pursue its investment objective.

Potential Effects of Positions Limits, Accountability Levels, and Daily Limits. The Fund is currently subject to position limits
and may be subject to new and more restrictive position limitsin the future. If the Fund reached a position limit or accountability
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level or became subject to a price limit, its ability to issue new Baskets or reinvest incomein additional commodity futures contracts
may be limited to the extent these restrictions limit its ability to establish new futures positions, add to existing positions, or otherwise
transact in futures. Limiting the size of the Fund, or restricting the Fund’ s futures trading, under these requirements could adversely
affect the Fund’ s ability to pursue its investment objective.

Failure of Futures Commission Merchants or Commodity Brokers to Segregate Assets May Cause Losses for the Fund.

The Commaodity Exchange Act requires a futures commission merchant to segregate all funds received from customers from
such futures commission merchant’s proprietary assets. If the Commaodity Broker fails to segregate customer assets as required, the
assets of the Fund might not be fully protected in the event of the Commaodity Broker’s bankruptcy. Furthermore, in the event of the
Commodity Broker’'s bankruptcy, the Fund could be limited to recovering either apro rata share of all available funds segregated on
behalf of the Commaodity Broker’s combined customer accounts or the Fund may not recover any assets at all, even though certain
property specifically traceable to the Fund was held by the Commaodity Broker.

The Commodity Exchange Act requires an approved derivatives clearing organization to segregate all funds and other property
received from a clearing member’'s customers in connection with U.S. futures and options contracts from any funds held at the
clearing organization to support the clearing member's proprietary trading. Nevertheless, customer funds held at a clearing
organization in connection with any futures or options contracts may be held in a commingled omnibus account, which may not
identify the name of the clearing member’sindividual customers. With respect to futures and options contracts, a clearing organization
may use assets of a non-defaulting customer held in an omnibus account at the clearing organization to satisfy payment obligations of
a defaulting customer of the clearing member to the clearing organization. In the event of a default of the clearing futures commission
merchant’s other clients or the clearing futures commission merchant’s failure to extend its own funds in connection with any such
default, a customer may not be able to recover the full amount of assets deposited by the clearing futures commission merchant with
the clearing organization on the customer’ s behalf.

In the event of a bankruptcy or insolvency of any exchange or a clearing house, the Fund could experience a loss of the funds
deposited through the Commaodity Broker as margin with the exchange or clearing house, a loss of any unrealized profits on its open
positions on the exchange, and the loss of unrealized profits on its closed positions on the exchange.

Regulatory Changes or Actions May Alter the Operations and Profitability of the Fund.

The regulation of commodity interest transactions and markets, including under the Dodd-Frank Act, is arapidly changing area
of law and is subject to ongoing modification by governmental and judicial action. In particular, the Dodd-Frank Act has expanded the
regulation of markets, market participants and financia instruments. The regulatory regime under the Dodd-Frank Act has imposed
additional compliance and legal burdens on participants in the markets for futures and other commodity interests. For example, under
the Dodd-Frank Act new capital and risk requirements have been imposed on market intermediaries. Those requirements may cause
the cost of trading to increase for market participants, like the Fund, that must interact with those intermediaries to carry out their
trading activities. These increased costs can detract from the Fund’ s performance.

The Fund and the Managing Owner Are Subject to Extensive Legal and Regulatory Requirements.

The Fund is subject to a comprehensive scheme of regulation under the federal commodity futures trading and securities laws,
aswell as futures market rules and the rules and listing standards for its Shares. The Fund and the Managing Owner could each be
subject to sanctions for afailure to comply with those requirements, which could adversely affect the Fund' s financial performance
and its ability to pursueits investment objective.

In addition, the Fund is subject to significant disclosure, internal control, governance, and financial reporting requirements
because the Shares are publicly traded.

For example, the Fund is responsible for establishing and maintaining internal controls over financial reporting. Under this
requirement, the Fund must adopt, implement and maintain an internal control system designed to provide reasonable assurance to its
management regarding the preparation and fair presentation of published financial statements. The Fund is also required to adopt,
implement, and maintain disclosure controls and procedures that are designed to ensure information required to be disclosed by the
Fund in reportsthat it files or submits to the SEC is recorded, processed, summarized and reported within the time periods specified
by the SEC. There isarisk that the Fund’ sinternal controls over financial reporting and disclosure controls and procedures could fail
to work properly or otherwise fail to satisfy SEC requirements. Such afailure could result in the reporting or disclosure of incorrect
information or afailure to report information on atimely basis. Such afailure could be to the disadvantage of Shareholders and could
expose the Fund to penalties or otherwise adversely affect the Fund' s status under the federal securities laws and SEC regulations.

All internal control systems, no matter how well designed, have inherent limitations. Therefore, even those systems determined
to be effective may provide only reasonable assurance with respect to financial statement preparation and presentation and other
disclosure matters.
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Current Discussions between the SEC and PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP regarding PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP's | ndependence
Could Have Potentially Adverse Consequences for the Fund.

PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP informed the Fund that it has identified an issue related to its independence under Rule 2-
01(c)(1)(ii)(A) of Regulation S-X (referred to as the Loan Rule). The Loan Rule prohibits accounting firms, such as
PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP, from being deemed independent if they have certain financial relationships with their audit clients or
certain affiliates of those clients. The Fund is required under various securities laws to have its financia statements audited by an
independent accounting firm.

The Loan Rule specifically provides that an accounting firm would not be independent if it or certain affiliates and covered
persons receive aloan from alender that is arecord or beneficial owner of more than ten percent of an audit client’s equity securities
(referred to as a“ more than ten percent owner”). For purposes of the Loan Rule, audit clients include the Fund as well as all
registered investment companies advised by the Managing Owner and its affiliates, including other subsidiaries of the Managing
Owner’s parent company, Invesco Ltd. (collectively, the “Invesco Fund Complex™). PricewaterhouseCoopers LL P informed the Fund
it and certain affiliates and covered persons have relationships with lenders who hold, as record owner, more than ten percent of the
shares of certain funds within the Invesco Fund Complex, which may implicate the Loan Rule.

On June 20, 2016, the SEC Staff issued a*“no-action” letter to another mutual fund complex (see Fidelity Management &
Research Company et al., No-Action Letter) related to the audit independence issue described above. In that |etter, the SEC
confirmed that it would not recommend enforcement action against afund that relied on audit services performed by an audit firm
that was not in compliance with the Loan Rulein certain specified circumstances. On May 2, 2018, the SEC proposed amendments to
the Loan Rule that, if adopted as proposed, would address many of the issues that led to issuance of the no-action letter. In connection
with prior independence determinations, PricewaterhouseCoopers LL P communicated, as contemplated by the no-action letter, that it
believes that it remains objective and impartial and that a reasonable investor possessing all the facts would conclude that
PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP is able to exhibit the requisite objectivity and impartiality to report on the Fund's financial statements
as the independent registered public accounting firm. PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP a so represented that it has complied with
PCAOB Rule 3526(b)(1) and (2), which are conditions to the Funds relying on the no action letter, and affirmed that it isan
independent accountant within the meaning of PCAOB Rule 3520. Therefore, the Managing Owner, the Fund and
PricewaterhouseCoopers L L P concluded that PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP could continue as the Fund’ s independent registered
public accounting firm. The Invesco Fund Complex relied upon the no-action letter in reaching this conclusion.

If in the future the independence of PricewaterhouseCoopers LLP is called into question under the Loan Rule by circumstances
that are not addressed in the SEC’ s no-action letter, the Fund will need to take other action in order for the Fund' s filings with the
SEC containing financial statements to be deemed compliant with applicable securities laws. Such additional actions could result in
additional costs, impair the ability of the Fund to issue new shares or have other material adverse effects on the Fund. The SEC no-
action relief wasinitially set to expire eighteen (18) months from issuance but has been extended by the SEC without an expiration
date, except that the no-action letter will be withdrawn upon the effectiveness of any amendments to the Loan Rule designed to
address the concerns expressed in the letter.

Tax Risks

Shareholders Will Be Subject to Taxation on Their Allocable Share of the Fund's Taxable Income, Whether or Not They Receive
Cash Distributions.

Shareholders will be subject to U.S. federal income taxation and, in some cases, state, local, or foreign income taxation on their
allocable share of the Fund's taxable income, whether or not they receive cash distributions from the Fund. Shareholders may not
receive cash distributions equal to their share of the Fund’ s taxable income or even the tax liability that results from such income.

Items of Income, Gain, Loss and Deduction with Respect to Shares Could Be Reallocated if the IRS Does Not Accept the
Assumptions or Conventions Used by the Fund in Allocating Such Items.

U.S. federal income tax rules applicable to partnerships are complex and often difficult to apply to publicly traded partnerships.
The Fund will apply certain assumptions and conventionsin an attempt to comply with applicable rules and to report items of
income, gain, loss and deduction to Shareholdersin a manner that reflects the Shareholders’ beneficial interest in such tax items, but
these assumptions and conventions may not be in compliance with all aspects of the applicable tax requirements. It is possible that
the United States Internal Revenue Service (the “1RS") will successfully assert that the conventions and assumptions used by the
Fund do not satisfy the technical requirements of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Code”) and/or the Federal
Tax Regulations codified under 26 C.F.R., referred to herein as the Treasury Regulations, and could require that items of income,
gain, loss and deduction be adjusted or reallocated in a manner that adversely affects one or more Shareholders.
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The Fund is a partnership, which is not subject to U.S. federal income taxes. Rather, the partnership's taxable income flows
through to the owners, who are responsible for paying the applicable income taxes on the income allocated to them. For tax years
beginning on or after January 1, 2018, the Fund is subject to partnership audit rules enacted as part of the Bipartisan Budget Act of
2015 (the “Centralized Partnership Audit Regime”). Under the Centralized Partnership Audit Regime, any IRS audit of the Fund
would be conducted at the Fund level, and if the IRS determines an adjustment, the default rule is that the Fund would pay an
“imputed underpayment” including interest and penalties, if applicable. The Fund may instead elect to make a “push-out” election, in
which case the shareholders for the year that is under audit would be required to take into account the adjustments on their own
personal income tax returns.

The Tax Cutsand Jobs Act (the “ Tax Act”) Makes Significant Changesto U.S. Federal Income Tax Rules.

The Tax Act makes significant changes to the U.S. federal income tax rules for taxation of individuals and corporations,
generaly effective for taxable years beginning after December 31, 2017. Most of the changes applicable to individuals are temporary
and would apply only to taxable years beginning after December 31, 2017 and before January 1, 2026. In particular for individuals,
the Tax Act establishes for taxable years beginning after December 31, 2017 and before January 1, 2026 a 20% deduction for
“qualified publicly traded partnership income” within the meaning of new Section 199A(e)(5) of the Code. In general, “qualified
publicly traded partnership income” for this purpose is an item of income, gain, deduction or loss that is effectively connected with a
United States trade or business and includable income for the year, but does not include certain investment income. It is currently not
expected that the Fund’ s income will be €eligible for such deduction because, as discussed below, although the matter is not free from
doubt, the Fund believes that the activities directly conducted by the Fund will not result in the Fund being engaged in a trade or
business within the United States. Potential investors should consult their tax advisors regarding the availability of such deduction for
their allocable share of the Fund’ s items of income, gain, deduction and loss.

PROSPECTIVE INVESTORS ARE STRONGLY URGED TO CONSULT THEIR OWN TAX ADVISORS AND COUNSEL
WITH RESPECT TO THE POSSIBLE TAX CONSEQUENCESTO THEM OF AN INVESTMENT IN THE SHARES;
SUCH TAX CONSEQUENCESMAY DIFFER WITH RESPECT TO DIFFERENT INVESTORS.

Other Risks
An Insolvency Resulting from Anocther Seriesin the Trust or the Trust Itself May Have a Material Adverse Effect On the Fund.

The Fund is a series or a part of a Delaware statutory trust. Pursuant to Delaware law, the organization of the Trust provides that
the assets and liabilities of the Fund are separate from the assets and liabilities of all other series of the Trust, as well as the larger
Trust itself. Though such organization may, under state law, protect the assets of the Fund in an insolvency action brought by the
creditors of another series of the Trust, this may be insufficient to protect the assets of the Fund from such creditors in an insolvency
action in Federal court, or in a court in aforeign jurisdiction. Accordingly, an insolvency resulting from another series in the Trust or
the Trust itself may have a material adverse effect on the Fund. The material risks associated with the other series have not been
included in this Report.

Disruptionsin the Ability to Create and Redeem Baskets May Adversely Affect | nvestors.

It is generally expected that the public trading price per Share will track the NAV per Share closely over time. The relationship
between the public trading price per Share and the NAV per Share depends, to a considerable degree, on the ability of Authorized
Participants or their clients or customers to purchase and redeem Baskets in the ordinary course. If the process for creating or
redeeming Shares is impaired for any reason, Authorized Participants and their clients or customers may not be able to purchase and
redeem Baskets or, even if possible, may choose not to do so. The inability to purchase and redeem Baskets, or the partial impairment
of the ability to purchase and redeem Baskets, could result in Shares trading at a premium or discount to the NAV of the Fund. Such a
premium or discount could be significant, depending upon the nature or duration of the impairment.

If the Fund were to issue all Shares that have been registered, it would not be able to create new Baskets until it registered
additional Shares and those additional Shares became available for sale. An inability to create new Baskets could increase the
possibility that the trading price per Share would not track closely the NAV per Share. In addition, the Fund may, in its discretion,
suspend the creation of Baskets. Suspension of creations may adversely affect how the Shares are traded and could cause Shares to
trade at a premium or discount to the NAV of the Fund, perhaps to a significant degree.
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The Shares Could Decreasein Value if Unanticipated Operational or Trading Problems Arise.

The mechanisms and procedures governing the creation, redemption and offering of the Shares have been devel oped
specifically for the Fund. Consequently, there may be unanticipated problems with respect to the mechanics of the operations of the
Fund and the trading of the Shares that could have a material adverse effect on an investment in the Shares. To the extent that
unanticipated operational or trading problems arise, the Managing Owner’s past experience and qualifications may not be suitable for
solving those problems.

Historical Performance of the Fund and the Index | s Not I ndicative of Future Performance.

Past performance of the Fund or the Index is not necessarily indicative of future results. Therefore, past performance of the
Fund or the Index should not be relied upon in deciding whether to buy Shares of the Fund.

Fees and Expenses May Deplete the Fund's Assets if the Fund's I nvestment Performance |s Not Favorable.

The Fund pays fees and expenses regardless of itsinvestment performance. Such fees and expenses include asset-based fees of
0.85% per annum. Additional chargesinclude brokerage fees of approximately 0.04% per annum in the aggregate and selling
commissions. Selling commissions are not included in the Fund' s breakeven calculation. The sum of the Fund's Treasury Income,
Money Market Income and/or T-Bill ETF Income may not exceed its fees and expenses. If such income does not exceed its fees and
expenses, in order to break even, the Fund’ s futures trading activity will need to have a favorable performance that exceeds the
difference between the sum of the Fund’s Treasury Income, Money Market Income and/or T-Bill ETF Income and its fees and
expenses. If the Fund' s futures trading performance is not sufficiently favorable, the Fund' s expenses could deplete its assets over
time. In such a scenario, the value of your Shares will decrease.

There May Be Circumstances That Could Prevent the Fund from Being Operated in a Manner Consistent with its I nvestment
Objective.

There may be circumstances outside the control of the Managing Owner and/or the Fund that make it, for al practical purposes,
impossible to re-position the Fund and/or to process a purchase or redemption order. Examples of such circumstances include: natural
disasters; public service disruptions or utility problems such as those caused by fires, floods, extreme weather conditions, and power
outages resulting in telephone, telecopy, and computer failures, market conditions or activities causing trading halts; systems failures
involving computer or other information systems affecting the aforementioned parties, aswell as DTC, or any other participant in the
purchase process, and similar extraordinary events. While the Managing Owner has established and implemented a disaster recovery
plan, circumstances such as those identified above may prevent the Fund from being operated in a manner consistent with its
investment objective.

Redemption Orders for Baskets May Be Subject to Postponement, Suspension or Rejection Under Certain Circumstances.

The Managing Owner may, in its discretion, suspend the right of redemption or postpone the redemption order settlement date
with respect to Baskets for (1) any period during which an emergency exists as a result of which the redemption distribution is not
reasonably practicable, or (2) such other period as the Managing Owner determines to be necessary for the protection of the
Shareholders. In addition, the Fund will reject a redemption order if the order is not in proper form as described in the participant
agreement with the Authorized Participant, or if the fulfillment of the order, in the opinion of the Fund’s counsel, might be unlawful.
Any such postponement, suspension or rejection could adversely affect a redeeming Authorized Participant. For example, the resulting
delay may adversely affect the value of the Authorized Participant’s redemption proceeds if the NAV of the Fund declines during the
period of delay. The Fund disclaims any liability for any loss or damage that may result from any such suspension or postponement.

Shareholders Do Not Have the Protections Associated with Ownership of Sharesin an Investment Company Registered Under the
I nvestment Company Act of 1940.

The Fund is not registered as an investment company under the Investment Company Act of 1940, as amended. Conseguently,
Shareholders do not have the legal and regulatory protections provided to the investors in investment companies that are registered as
such.
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Shareholders Do Not Have the Rights Enjoyed by I nvestorsin Certain Other Vehicles.

The Shares have none of the statutory rights normally associated with the ownership of shares of a corporation. However, under
Delaware law, a beneficial owner of a business trust (such as a Shareholder) may, under certain circumstances, institute legal action on
behalf of himself and all other similarly situated beneficial owners to recover damages from a third party where a managing owner has
failed or refused to institute legal action on behalf of himself and al other similarly situated beneficial owners to recover damages
from a managing owner for violations of fiduciary duties, or on behalf of a business trust to recover damages from athird party where
a managing owner has failed or refused to institute proceedings to recover such damages. The Shares have limited voting and
distribution rights (for example, Shareholders do not have the right to elect directors and the Fund is not required to pay regular
distributions, although the Fund may pay distributionsin the discretion of the Managing Owner).

Various Actual and Potential Conflicts of I nterest May Be Detrimental to Shareholders.

The Fund is subject to actual and potential conflicts of interest involving the Managing Owner or any of its affiliates, the
Commodity Broker, including its principals and its affiliates, the Index Sponsor and Marketing Agent, and Invesco Distributors. The
Managing Owner and its principals, al of whom are engaged in other investment activities, are not required to devote substantially all
of their time to the business of the Fund, which also presents the potential for numerous conflicts of interest with the Fund. The
Managing Owner and its principals and affiliates are engaged in a broad array of asset management and financial services activities
and may engage in activities during the ordinary course of business that cause their interests or those of their other clients to conflict
with those of the Fund and its Shareholders.

As a result of these and other relationships, parties involved with the Fund have a financial incentive to act in a manner other
than in the best interests of the Fund and the Shareholders. For example, by investing in affiliated money market mutual funds and/or
T-Bill ETFs for margin and/or cash management purposes, the Managing Owner may select affiliated money market mutua funds
and/or T-Bill ETFs that may pay dividends that are lower than non-affiliated money market mutual funds and/or T-Bill ETFs. In
addition, the Managing Owner would have a conflict of interest if it sought to redeem the Fund's interest in an affiliated money
market mutual fund or T-Bill ETF in circumstances when such a redemption would be unfavorable for the affiliated fund. The
Managing Owner has not established any formal procedure to resolve conflicts of interest. Consequently, investors are dependent on
the good faith of the respective parties subject to such conflicts to resolve them equitably. Although the Managing Owner attempts to
monitor these conflicts, it is extremely difficult, if not impossible, for the Managing Owner to ensure that these conflicts do not, in
fact, result in adverse consequences to the Fund and the Shareholders.

The Fund may be subject to certain conflicts with respect to the Commodity Broker, including, but not limited to, conflicts that
result from receiving greater amounts of compensation from other clients, or purchasing opposite or competing positions on behalf of
third party accounts traded through the Commaodity Broker.

Because the Managing Owner and Invesco Distributors are affiliates, the Managing Owner has a disincentive to replace Invesco
Distributors. Furthermore, the Managing Owner did not conduct an arm’s length negotiation when it retained |nvesco Distributors.

Lack of Independent Advisers Representing I nvestors.

The Managing Owner has consulted with counsel, accountants and other advisers regarding the operation of the Fund. No
counsel has been appointed to represent you in connection with the Fund’ s continuous offering of Shares. Accordingly, you should
consult your own legal, tax and financial advisers about whether you should invest in the Fund.

Possibility of Termination of the Fund May Adversely Affect Your Portfolio.

It is ultimately within the discretion of the Managing Owner whether it will continue to operate and advise the Fund. The
Managing Owner may withdraw from the Fund upon 120 days’ prior written notice to al Shareholders and the Trustee, which would
cause the Fund to terminate unless a substitute managing owner was obtained. Shareholders owning 50% or more of the Shares have
the power to terminate the Fund. If it is so exercised, investors who may wish to continue to invest in a vehicle that tracks the Fund’s
Index will have to find another vehicle, and may not be able to find another vehicle that offers the same features as the Fund. See
“Description of the Shares; Certain Material Terms of the Trust Agreement — Termination Events’ in the Fund' s Prospectus for a
summary of termination events. Such detrimental devel opments could cause you to liquidate your investments and upset the overall
maturity and timing of your investment portfolio. If the registrations with the CFTC or membershipsin the NFA of the Managing
Owner or the Commodity Broker were revoked or suspended, such entity would no longer be able to provide services to the Fund.
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Competing Claims Over Ownership of Intellectual Property Rights Related to the Fund Could Adversely Affect the Fund and an
I nvestment in the Shares.

While the Managing Owner believesthat all intellectual property rights needed to operate the Fund in the manner described in
the Fund’ s Prospectus are either owned by or licensed to the Managing Owner or have been abtained, third parties may allege or
assert ownership of intellectual property rights which may be related to the design, structure and operations of the Fund. To the extent
any claims of such ownership are brought or any proceedings are instituted to assert such claims, the issuance of any restraining
orders or injunctions, the negotiation, litigation or settlement of such claims, or the ultimate disposition of such claimsin a court of
law may adversely affect the Fund and an investment in the Shares. For example, such actions could result in expenses or damages
payable by the Fund, suspension of activities or the termination of the Fund.

The Value of the Shares Will Be Adversely Affected if the Fund Is Required to | ndemnify the Trustee or the Managing Owner.

Under the Trust Agreement, the Trustee and the Managing Owner have the right to be indemnified for any liability or expense
they incur, except for any expenses resulting from gross negligence or willful misconduct. That means the Managing Owner may
require the assets of the Fund to be sold in order to cover losses or liability suffered by it or by the Trustee. Any sale of that kind
would reduce the NAV of the Fund and, consequently, the value of the Shares.

Although the Shares Are Limited Liability I nvestments, Certain Circumstances such as Bankruptcy of the Fund or
I ndemnification of the Fund by the Shareholders Will I ncrease a Shareholder’s Liability.

The Shares are limited liability investments; investors may not lose more than the amount that they invest including any
appreciation in their investments. However, Shareholders could be required, as a matter of bankruptcy law, to return to the estate of
the Fund any distribution they received at atime when the Fund was in fact insolvent or in violation of the Trust Agreement. In
addition, Shareholders agreein the Trust Agreement that they will indemnify the Fund for any harm suffered by it as aresult of:

*  Shareholders actions unrelated to the business of the Fund, or

» taxesimposed on the Shares by the states or municipalities in which such investors reside.

The Fund May Lose Money on | ts Holdings of Money Market Mutual Funds.

The Fund may invest in government money market funds that have chosen to not rely on the ability to impose fees on
shareholder redemptions, or liquidity fees, or temporarily to suspend redemption privileges, or gates, if the government money
market fund’s weekly liquid assets fall below a certain threshold. Although such government money market funds seek to preserve
the value of an investment at $1.00 per share, there is no guarantee that they will be able to do so. As aresult, the Fund may lose
money by investing in a government money market fund. An investment in a government money market fund is not insured or
guaranteed by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation (“FDIC”) or any other government agency. The share price of a
government money market fund can fall below the $1.00 share price. The Fund cannot rely on or expect a government money market
fund’ s adviser or its affiliates to enter into support agreements or take other actions to maintain the government money market fund's
$1.00 share price. The credit quality of a government money market fund’s holdings can change rapidly in certain markets, and the
default of asingle holding could have an adverse impact on the government money market fund’s share price. Due to fluctuationsin
interest rates, the market value of securities held by a government money market fund may vary. A government money market fund’s
share price can aso be negatively affected during periods of high redemption pressures and/or illiquid markets.

Dueto the Increased Use of Technologies, I ntentional and Unintentional Cyber Attacks Pose Operational and I nformation
Security Risks.

With the increased use of technologies such as the Internet and the dependence on computer systems to perform necessary
business functions, the Fund is susceptible to operational and information security risks. In general, cyber incidents can result from
deliberate attacks or unintentional events. Cyber attacks include, but are not limited to gaining unauthorized access to digital systems
for purposes of misappropriating assets or sensitive information, corrupting data, or causing operational disruption.

Cyber attacks may also be carried out in a manner that does not require gaining unauthorized access, such as causing denial-of -
service attacks on websites. Cyber security failures or breaches of the Fund’ s third party service providers (including, but not limited
to, the Index Sponsor, the Administrator and the Transfer Agent) or money market mutual funds and T-Bill ETFsin which the Fund
invests, have the ability to cause disruptions and impact business operations, potentialy resulting in financial 1osses, the inability of
Shareholders or Authorized Participants to transact business in Shares and Baskets respectively, violations of applicable privacy and
other laws, regulatory fines, penalties, reputational damage, reimbursement or other compensation costs, and/or additional compliance
costs. In addition, substantial costs may be incurred in order to prevent any cyber incidents in the future. The Fund and its
Shareholders could be negatively impacted as a resullt.
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While the Managing Owner has established business continuity plans and systems reasonably designed to detect and prevent
such cyber attacks from being effective, there are inherent limitations in such plans and systems. For instance, it is possible that certain
existing risks have not been identified or that new risks will emerge before countervailing measures can be implemented. Furthermore,
the Fund cannot control, or even necessarily influence, the cyber security plans and systems put in place by the Fund' s third party
service providers. Since the Fund is dependent upon third party service providers (including the Managing Owner) for substantially all
of its operational needs, the Fund is subject to the risk that a cyber attack on a service provider will materially impair its normal
operations even if the Fund itself is not subject to such an attack. Cyber attacks may also cause disruptions to the futures exchanges
and clearinghouses through which the Fund invests in futures contracts and to the exchanges on which the Fund buys and sells shares
of T-Bill ETFs, which could result in disruptions to the Fund’ s ability to pursue its investment objective, resulting in financial 1osses
to the Fund and Shareholders.

OPERATIONS

laws, the Fund and the Managing Owner undertake no obligation to publicly update or revise any forward-looking statements or the
risks, uncertainties or other factors described in this Report, as a result of new information, future events or changed circumstances
or for any other reason after the date of this Report.

Overview/Introduction

Invesco Capital Management LLC (“Invesco”) has served as the managing owner (the “Managing Owner”), commodity pool
operator and commodity trading advisor of the Trust and the Fund since February 23, 2015. The Managing Owner is registered with
the Commodity Futures Trading Commission (the “CFTC") as a commodity pool operator and a commodity trading advisor, and it is
amember firm of the National Futures Association (“NFA™).

The Fund seeksto track changes, whether positive or negative, in the level of the DBIQ Diversified Agriculture Index Excess
Return™ (the “Index”) over time, plus the excess, if any, of the sum of the Fund’ sinterest income from its holdings of United States
Treasury Obligations (“ Treasury Income”), dividends from its holdings in money market mutual funds (affiliated or otherwise)
(“Money Market Income”) and dividends or distributions of capital gains from its holdings of T-Bill ETFs (as defined below) (“ T-Bill
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ETF Income”) over the expenses of the Fund. The Fund invests in futures contracts in an attempt to track its Index. The Index is
intended to reflect the change in market value of the agricultural sector. The commodities comprising the Index are Corn, Soybeans,
Wheat, Kansas City Wheat, Sugar, Cocoa, Coffee, Cotton, Live Cattle, Feeder Cattle and Lean Hogs (each an “Index Commodity”,
and collectively, the “Index Commodities”).

The Fund may invest directly in United States Treasury Obligations. The Fund may also gain exposure to United States
Treasury Obligations through investmentsin exchange-traded funds (“ETFs") (affiliated or otherwise) that track indexes that measure
the performance of United States Treasury Obligations with a maximum remaining maturity of up to 12 months (“T-Bill ETFS’). The
Fund invests in United States Treasury Obligations, money market mutual funds and T-Bill ETFs (affiliated or otherwise), if any, for
margin and/or cash management purposes.

The Fund pursues its investment objective by investing in a portfolio of exchange-traded commaodity futures contracts that
expire in a specific month and trade on a specific exchange (the “Index Contracts’) in the Index Commodities. The Fund a so holds
United States Treasury Obligations and T-Bill ETFs, if any, for deposit with Morgan Stanley & Co. LLC, the Fund’s commodity
broker (the “Commodity Broker”) as margin, to the extent permissible under CFTC rules and United States Treasury Obligations,
cash, money market mutual funds and T-Bill ETFs (affiliated or otherwise), if any, on deposit with The Bank of New York Mellon
(the “Custodian™), for cash management purposes. The aggregate notional value of the commaodity futures contracts owned by the
Fund is expected to approximate the aggregate net asset value (“NAV") of the Fund, as opposed to the aggregate Index value.

The CFTC and certain futures exchanges impose position limits on futures contracts, including on Index Contracts. Asthe Fund
approaches or reaches position limits with respect to an Index Commodity, the Fund may commence investing in Index Contracts that
reference other Index Commaodities. In those circumstances, the Fund may also trade in futures contracts based on commodities other
than Index Commodities that the Managing Owner reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices that correlate with an Index
Contract. In addition, the Managing Owner may determine to invest in other futures contracts if at any timeit isimpractical or
inefficient to gain full or partial exposure to an Index Commaodity through the use of Index Contracts. These other futures contracts
may or may not be based on an Index Commodity. When they are not, the Managing Owner may seek to select futures contracts that
it reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices that correlate with an Index Contract.

The Shares are intended to provide investment results that generally correspond to the changes, positive or negative, in the
levels of the Index over time. The value of the Shares is expected to fluctuate in relation to changes in the value of the Fund’s
portfolio. The market price of the Shares may not be identical to the NAV per Share, but these two valuations are expected to be very
close.

Margin Calls

“Initial” or “original” margin is the minimum amount of funds that must be deposited by a futures trader with his commodity
broker in order to initiate futures trading or to maintain an open position in futures contracts. “Maintenance” margin is the amount
(generally less than initial margin) to which atrader’s account may decline before he must deliver additional margin. A margin
deposit is like a cash performance bond. It helps assure the futures trader’ s performance of the futures contract that the trader
purchases or sells. Futures contracts are customarily bought and sold on margin that represents avery small percentage (ranging
upward from less than 2%) of the purchase price of the underlying commodity being traded. Because of such low margins, price
fluctuations occurring in the futures markets may create profits and losses that are greater, in relation to the amount invested, than
are customary in other forms of investments. The minimum amount of margin required in connection with a particular futures
contract is set from time to time by the exchange on which such contract is traded, and may be modified from time to time by the
exchange during the term of the contract. “Variation margin” is assessed daily to reflect changes in the value of the position.

Brokerage firms carrying accounts for tradersin futures contracts may not accept lower, and generally require higher,
amounts of margin as amatter of policy in order to afford further protection for themselves.

Margin requirements are computed each day by acommodity broker. When the market value of a particular open futures
contract position changes to a point where the margin on deposit does not satisfy maintenance margin requirements, amargin cal is
made by the commodity broker. If the margin call is not met within a reasonable time, the broker may close out the Fund’ s position.
With respect to the Managing Owner’ s trading, only the Managing Owner, and not the Fund or its Shareholders personally, will be
subject to margin cals.

Position Limits and/or Accountability Levels

The Fund has not reached position limits with respect to the 2018, 2017 and 2016 reporting periods.
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Net Asset Value

NAV means the total assets of the Fund, including, but not limited to, all commodity futures contracts, cash and investments less
total liabilities of the Fund, each determined on the basis of U.S. generally accepted accounting principles (“U.S. GAAP"),
consistently applied under the accrual method of accounting. All open commodity futures contracts will be calculated at their then
current market value, which will be based upon the settlement price for that particular commodity futures contract traded on the
applicable primary exchange on the date with respect to which NAV is being determined. Securities for which market quotations are
not readily available or became unreliable are valued at fair value as determined in good faith following procedures approved by the
Managing Owner. The amount of any distribution is aliability of the Fund from the day when the distribution is declared until it is
paid.

NAYV per Shareisthe NAV of the Fund divided by the number of outstanding Shares.

Market Risk

Trading in futures contracts involves the Fund entering into contractual commitments to purchase a particular commodity at a
specified date and price. The market risk associated with the Fund’s commitments to purchase commoditiesis limited to the gross or
face amount of the contracts held.

The Fund’s exposure to market risk is also influenced by a number of factors including the volatility of interest rates and foreign
currency exchange rates, the liquidity of the markets in which the contracts are traded and the relationships among the contracts held.
Theinherent uncertainty of the Fund’s trading as well as the development of drastic market occurrences could ultimately lead to aloss
of al or substantialy all of theinvestors' capital.

Credit Risk

When the Fund entersinto futures contracts, the Fund is exposed to credit risk that the counterparty to the contract will not meet
its obligations. The counterparty for futures contracts traded on United States and on most foreign futures exchanges is the clearing
house associated with the particular exchange. In general, clearing houses are backed by their corporate members who may be
required to share in the financial burden resulting from the nonperformance by one of their members and, as such, is designed to
disperse and mitigate the credit risk posed by any other one member. In cases where the clearing house is not backed by the clearing
members (i.e., some foreign exchanges), it may be backed by a consortium of banks or other financial institutions. There can be no
assurance that any counterparty, clearing member or clearinghouse will meet its obligations to the Fund.

The Commaodity Broker, when acting as the Fund’ s futures commission merchant in accepting orders for the purchase or sale of
domestic futures contracts, is required by CFTC regulations to separately account for and segregate as belonging to the Fund al assets
of the Fund relating to domestic futures trading. The Commodity Broker is not allowed to commingle such assets with other assets of
the Commodity Broker. In addition, CFTC regulations a so require the Commaodity Broker to hold in a secure account assets of the
Fund related to foreign futures trading. While these legal requirements are designed to protect the customers of futures commission
merchants, afailure by the Commodity Broker to comply with those requirements would be likely to have a material adverse effect on
the Fund in the event that the Commodity Broker became insolvent or suffered other financial distress.

Liquidity

The Fund’ s entire source of capital is derived from the Fund’ s offering of Shares to Authorized Participants. The Fund in turn
allocates its net assets to commaodity futures trading. A significant portion of the NAV isheld in United States Treasury Obligations,
which may be used as margin for the Fund’ s trading in commodity futures contracts and United States Treasury Obligations, money
market mutual funds, cash and T-Bill ETFs, if any, which may be used for cash management purposes. The percentage that United
States Treasury Obligations bear to the total net assets will vary from period to period as the market values of the Fund's commodity
interests change. A portion of the Fund’'s United States Treasury Obligations are held for deposit with the Commodity Broker to meet
margin requirements. All remaining cash, money market mutual funds, T-Bill ETFs, if any, and United States Treasury Obligations
are on deposit with the Custodian. Interest earned on the Fund' s interest-bearing funds and dividends from the Fund’ s holdings of

money market mutual funds are paid to the Fund. Any dividends or distributions of capital gains received from the Fund’s holdings of
T-Bill ETFs, if any, are paid to the Fund.

The Fund’s commaodity futures contracts may be subject to periods of illiquidity because of market conditions, regulatory
considerations or for other reasons. For example, commodity exchanges generally have the ability to limit fluctuationsin certain
commodity futures contract prices during asingle day by regulations referred to as “daily limits.” During a single day, no trades may
be executed at prices beyond the daily limit. Once the price of aparticular futures contract for a particular commodity has increased or
decreased by an amount equal to the daily limit, positions in the commodity futures contract can neither be taken nor liquidated unless
the traders are willing to effect trades at or within the limit. Commodity futures prices have occasionally moved the daily limit for
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several consecutive days with little or no trading. Such market conditions could prevent the Fund from promptly liquidating its
commodity futures positions.

Because the Fund trades futures contracts, its capital is at risk due to changesin the value of futures contracts (market risk) or
the inability of counterparties (including the Commodity Broker and/or exchange clearinghouses) to perform under the terms of the
contracts (credit risk).

On any business day, an Authorized Participant may place an order with the Transfer Agent to redeem one or more Baskets.
Redemption orders must be placed by 10:00 am., Eastern Time. The day on which the Managing Owner receives avalid redemption
order is the redemption order date. The day on which aredemption order is settled is the redemption order settlement date. As
provided below, the redemption order settlement date may occur up to two business days after the redemption order date. Redemption
orders are irrevocable. The redemption procedures allow Authorized Participants to redeem Baskets. Individual Shareholders may not
redeem directly from the Fund. Instead, individual Shareholders may only redeem Sharesin integral multiples of 200,000 and only
through an Authorized Participant.

Unless otherwise agreed to by the Managing Owner and the Authorized Participant as provided in the next sentence, by placing
aredemption order, an Authorized Participant agrees to deliver the Baskets to be redeemed through DTC' s book-entry system to the
Fund no later than the redemption order settlement date as of 2:45 p.m., Eastern Time, on the business day immediately following the
redemption order date. Upon submission of aredemption order, the Authorized Participant may request the Managing Owner to agree
to aredemption order settlement date up to two business days after the redemption order date. By placing aredemption order, and
prior to receipt of the redemption proceeds, an Authorized Participant’s DTC account is charged the non-refundable transaction fee
due for the redemption order.

Redemption orders may be placed either (i) through the Continuous Net Settlement (“CNS”) clearing processes of the National
Securities Clearing Corporation (the “NSCC”) (the “CNS Clearing Process’) or (ii) if outside the CNS Clearing Process, only through
the facilities of The Depository Trust Company (“DTC” or the “Depository”) (the “DTC Process’), or a successor depository, and
only in exchange for cash. By placing a redemption order, and prior to receipt of the redemption proceeds, an Authorized Participant’s
DTC account is charged the non-refundabl e transaction fee due for the redemption order and such feeis not borne by the Fund.

Capital Resources
The Fund does not have any material commitments for capital expenditures as of the end of the latest fiscal period.

The Fund is unaware of any (i) anticipated known demands, commitments or capital expenditures; (ii) material trends,
favorable or unfavorable, in its capital resources; or (iii) trends or uncertainties that will have a material effect on its operations.

Cash Flows

A primary cash flow activity of the Fund is to raise capital from Authorized Participants through the issuance of Shares. This
cashisused toinvest in United States Treasury Obligations, money market mutual funds and T-Bill ETFs, if any, and to meet margin
requirements as a result of the positions taken in futures contracts to match the fluctuations of the Index the Fund is tracking.

are the only Authorized Participants.

Operating Activities

Net cash flow provided by (used for) operating activities was $76.6 million, $35.3 million and $(123.4) million December 31,
2018, 2017 and 2016, respectively. These amounts primarily include net income (loss), net purchases and sales of money market
mutual funds and net purchases and sales of United States Treasury Obligations and affiliated investments. The Fund investsin futures
contracts in an attempt to track its Index. The Fund investsin United States Treasury Obligations, money market mutual fundsand T-
Bill ETFs (affiliated or otherwise), if any, for margin and/or cash management purposes only.

During the year ended December 31, 2018, $1,224.5 million was paid to purchase United States Treasury Obligations and
$1,343.7 million was received from sales and maturing United States Treasury Obligations. During the year ended December 31,
2017, $2,049.4 million was paid to purchase United States Treasury Obligations and $2,241.9 million was received from sales and
maturing United States Treasury Obligations. During the year ended December 31, 2016, $2,811.2 million was paid to purchase
United States Treasury Obligations and $2,738.0 million was received from sales and maturing United States Treasury Obligations.
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$779.6 million was received from sales of affiliated investments and $749.5 million was paid to purchase affiliated investments during
the year ended December 31, 2018. $1,232.0 million was received from sales of affiliated investments and $1,337.4 million was paid
to purchase affiliated investments during the year ended December 31, 2017. $277.9 million was received from sales of affiliated
investments and $297.4 million was paid to purchase affiliated investments during the year ended December 31, 2016. Unrealized
appreciation/depreciation on United States Treasury Obligations, affiliated investments and futures contracts increased (decreased)
Net cash provided by (used for) operating activities by $(0.2) million, $0.1 million and $0.0 million during the years ended

December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016, respectively.

Financing Activities

The Fund’ s net cash flow provided by (used for) financing activities was $(78.9) million, $(35.2) million and $80.2 million
during the years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016, respectively. Thisincluded $187.3 million, $231.7 million and $315.2
million from Shares purchased by Authorized Participants and $263.9 million, $266.9 million and $235.0 million from Shares
redeemed by Authorized Participants during the years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016, respectively. During the year
ended December 31, 2018, distributions paid to Shareholders were $5.4 million. There were no distributions paid to Shareholders
during the years ended December 31, 2017 and 2016.

If the Fund’ s Treasury Income, Money Market Income and T-Bill ETF Income were to exceed the Fund’ s fees and expenses, the
aggregate return on an investment in the Fund would be expected to outperform the Index and under perform the DBIQ Diversified
Agriculture TR™. The only difference between (i) the Index (the “ Excess Return Index” ) and (ii) the DBIQ Diversified Agriculture
TR™ (the “ Total Return Index”) is that the Excess Return Index does not include interest income from fixed income securities while
the Total Return Index does include such a component.

Falling commodity futures contract prices for Corn, Soybean, Wheat, Kansas City Wheat, Sugar, Cocoa and Coffee were partialy
offset by rising commodity futures contract prices for Cotton, Live Cattle, Feeder Cattle and Lean Hogs during the year ended
December 31, 2017 contributed to an overall 6.06% decrease in the level of the Index and to a 5.18% decrease in the level of the
DBIQ Diversified Agriculture TR™. No distributions were paid to Shareholders during the year ended December 31, 2017. Therefore,
the total return for the Fund on aNAV basis was -6.11%.

Net income (loss) for the year ended December 31, 2017 was $(46.2) million, resulting from $5.9 million of income, net
realized gain (loss) of $(37.8) million, net change in unrealized gain (loss) of $(7.7) million and operating expenses of $6.6 million.

For the year ended December 31, 2016, the NAV of each Share decreased 3.34% from $20.67 per Share to $19.98 per Share.
Falling commodity futures contract prices for Corn, Wheat, Kansas City Wheat, Cocoa, Coffee, Live Cattle, Feeder Cattle and Lean
Hogs were partially offset by rising commodity futures contract prices for Soybean, Sugar and Cotton during the year ended
December 31, 2016 contributed to an overall 2.55% decrease in the level of the DBIQ Diversified Agriculture TR™. No distributions
were paid to Shareholders during the year ended December 31, 2016. Therefore, the total return for the Fund on aNAV basiswas -
3.34%.

Net income (loss) for the year ended December 31, 2016 was $(30.9) million, resulting from $2.1 million of income, net
realized gain (loss) of $(2.8) million, net change in unrealized gain (loss) of $(23.3) million and operating expenses of $6.9 million.

Critical Accounting Policies

The Fund’s critical accounting policies are as follows:

Preparation of the financial statements and related disclosures in conformity with U.S. GAAP requires the application of
appropriate accounting rules and guidance, as well as the use of estimates, and requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, revenue and expense and related disclosure of contingent assets
and liabilities during the reporting period of the financial statements and accompanying notes. The Fund' s application of these policies
involves judgments and actual results may differ from the estimates used. There were no significant estimates used in the preparation
of these financia statements.

Commaodity futures contracts, United States Treasury Obligations, T-Bill ETFs and money market mutual funds are recorded on

atrade date basis and at fair value in the financial statements, with changesin fair value, if any, reported in the Statements of Income
and Expenses.
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The use of fair value to measure financial instruments, with related unrealized gains or losses recognized in earningsin each
period, is fundamental to the Fund’s financia statements. The fair value of afinancial instrument is the amount that would be received
to sell an asset or paid to transfer aliability in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date (the exit
price).

United States Treasury Obligations are fair valued using an eval uated quote provided by an independent pricing service.
Futures contracts are valued at the final settlement price set by an exchange on which they are principally traded. Investmentsin open-
end and closed-end registered investment companies that do not trade on an exchange are valued at the end of day NAV per share.
Investments in open-end and closed-end registered investment companies that trade on an exchange are valued at the last sales price or
official closing price as of the close of the customary trading session on the exchange where the security is principally traded.
Financial Accounting Standards Board (“FASB”) Accounting Standards Codification for fair value measurement and disclosure
guidance requires afair value hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to val uation techniques used to measure fair value. The objective of
afair value measurement is to determine the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer aliability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the measurement date (an exit price). The hierarchy gives the highest priority to unadjusted
quoted prices for identical assets or liabilities (Level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3
measurements). Assets and liabilities are classified in their entirety based on the lowest level of input that is significant to the fair
value measurement. See Note 6 within the financia statementsin Item 8 for further information.

Securities for which market quotations are not readily available or became unreliable are valued at fair value as determined in
good faith following procedures approved by the Managing Owner. | ssuer-specific events, market trends, bid/asked quotes of brokers
and information providers and other data may be reviewed in the course of making a good faith determination of a security's fair
value.

Resalized gains (losses) from the sale or disposition of securities or derivatives are determined on a specific identification basis
and recognized in the Statements of Income and Expenses in the period in which the contract is closed or the sale or disposition
occurs, respectively.

Interest income on United States Treasury Obligationsis recognized on an accrual basis when earned. Premiums and discounts
are amortized or accreted over the life of the United States Treasury Obligations. Dividend income (net of withholding tax, if any) is
recorded on the ex-dividend date.

Off-Balance Sheet Arrangements and Contractual Obligations

In the normal course of its business, the Fund is a party to financial instruments with off-balance sheet risk. The term “ off-
balance sheet risk” refersto an unrecorded potential liability that, even though it does not appear on the balance sheet, may result in a
future obligation or loss. The financia instruments used by the Fund are commodity futures, the values of which are based upon an
underlying asset and generally represent future commitments which have a reasonable possibility to be settled in cash or through
physical delivery. The financial instruments are traded on an exchange and are standardized contracts.

The Fund has not utilized, nor does it expect to utilize in the future, specia purpose entities to facilitate off-balance sheet
financing arrangements and has no loan guarantee arrangements or off-balance sheet arrangements of any kind, other than agreements
entered into in the normal course of business noted above, which may include indemnification provisions related to certain risks
service providers undertake in providing services to the Fund. While the Fund’ s exposure under such indemnification provisions
cannot be estimated, these general business indemnifications are not expected to have a material impact on the Fund’ s financial
position. The Managing Owner expects the risk of loss relating to indemnification to be remote.

The Fund has financial obligations to the Managing Owner and the Commaodity Broker under the Trust Agreement and its
agreement with the Commaodity Broker (the “Commodity Broker Agreement”), respectively. Management Fee payments made to the
Managing Owner, pursuant to the Trust Agreement, are calculated as a fixed percentage of the Fund’s NAV. Commission payments to
the Commodity Broker, pursuant to the Commaodity Broker Agreement, are on a contract-by-contract, or round-turn, basis. As such,
the Managing Owner cannot anticipate the amount of payments that will be required under these arrangements for future periods as
NAVs and trading activity will not be known until afuture date. The Fund's agreement with the Commodity Broker may be
terminated by either party for various reasons. All Management Fees and commission payments are paid to the Managing Owner and
the Commodity Broker, respectively.
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ITEM 7A. QUANTITATIVE AND QUALITATIVE DISCLOSURES ABOUT MARKET RISK
INTRODUCTION

The Fund is designed to track the performance of the Index. The market sensitive instruments held by it are subject to the risk of
trading loss. Unlike an operating company, the risk of market sensitive instrumentsisintegral, not incidental, to the Fund’'smain line
of business.

Market movements can produce frequent changes in the fair market value of the Fund' s open positions and, consequently, in its
earnings and cash flow. The Fund's market risk is primarily influenced by changesin the prices of commodities.

Standard of Materiality

Materiality as used in this section, “ Quantitative and Qualitative Disclosures About Market Risk,” is based on an assessment of
reasonably possible market movements and the potential losses caused by such movements, taking into account the effects of margin,
and any other multiplier features, as applicable, of the Fund’s market sensitive instruments.

QUANTIFYING THE FUND’STRADING VALUE AT RISK

Quantitative Forwar d-L ooking Statements

The following quantitative disclosures regarding the Fund’s market risk exposures contain “forward-looking statements” within
the meaning of the safe harbor from civil liability provided for such statements by the Private Securities Litigation Reform Act of
1995 (set forth in Section 27A of the Securities Act of 1933 (the “ Securities Act”) and Section 21E of the Exchange Act). Al
guantitative disclosures in this section are deemed to be forward-looking statements for purposes of the safe harbor, except for
statements of historical fact (such as the dollar amount of maintenance margin required for market risk sensitive instruments held at
the end of the reporting period).

Vaueat Risk (“VaR”) is a statistical measure of the value of losses that would not be expected to be exceeded over agiven time
horizon and at a given probability level arising from movement of underlying risk factors. Loss is measured as adeclinein the fair
value of the portfolio as aresult of changesin any of the material variables by which fair values are determined. VaR is measured over
a specified holding period (one day) and to a specified level of statistical confidence (99th percentile). However, the inherent
uncertainty in the markets in which the Fund trades and the recurrence in the markets traded by the Fund of market movements far
exceeding expectations could result in actual trading or non-trading losses far beyond the indicated VaR or the Fund’ s experience to
date (i.e., “risk of ruin”). In light of these considerations, as well as the risks and uncertainties intrinsic to all future projections, the
following VaR presentation does not constitute any assurance or representation that the Fund' s losses in any market sector will be
limited to VaR.

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THE FUND’ S NON-TRADING MARKET RISK

The Fund has non-trading market risk as a result of investing in short-term United States Treasury Obligations, T-Bill ETFs and
money market mutual funds. The market risk represented by these investmentsis not expected to be material. Although the Fund
purchases and sells shares of T-Bill ETFs on an exchange, it does not establish or liquidate those positions for trading purposes.

The following qualitative disclosures regarding the Fund’'s market risk exposures—except for those disclosures that are
statements of historical fact—constitute forward-looking statements within the meaning of Section 27A of the Securities Act and
Section 21E of the Exchange Act.

As noted above, the Fund has non-trading market risk as a result of investing in short-term United States Treasury Obligations,
T-Bill ETFs and money market mutual funds. The market risk represented by these investmentsis not expected to be material.

QUALITATIVE DISCLOSURES REGARDING MEANS OF MANAGING RISK EXPOSURE

Under ordinary circumstances, the Managing Owner’s exercise of discretionary power is limited to determining whether the
Fund will make a distribution. Under emergency or extraordinary circumstances, the Managing Owner’s use of its discretionary
powers may increase. These specia circumstances, for example, include the unavailability of the Index or certain natural or man-made
disasters. The Managing Owner does not actively manage the Fund to avoid losses. The Fund only takes long positions in investments
and does not employ “stop-loss’ techniques.

Note 1 - Organization

Invesco DB Agriculture Fund (the “Fund”), a separate series of Invesco DB Multi-Sector Commodity Trust (the “ Trust”), a
Delaware statutory trust organized in seven separate series, was formed on August 3, 2006. The term of the Fund is perpetua (unless
terminated earlier in certain circumstances) as provided for in the Fifth Amended and Restated Declaration of Trust and Trust
Agreement of the Trust, as amended (the “ Trust Agreement”). The Fund has an unlimited number of shares authorized for issuance.

Invesco Capital Management LLC (“Invesco”) has served as the managing owner (the “Managing Owner”), commodity pool
operator and commodity trading advisor of the Trust and the Fund since February 23, 2015. The Managing Owner holds 40 general
shares (the “ General Shares’) of the Fund. Thefiscal year end of the Fund is December 31st.

The Fund seeksto track changes, whether positive or negative, in the level of the DBIQ Diversified Agriculture Index Excess
Return™ (the “Index”) over time, plus the excess, if any, of the sum of the Fund’ s interest income from its holdings of United States
Treasury Obligations (“ Treasury Income”), dividends from its holdings in money market mutual funds (affiliated or otherwise)
(“Money Market Income”) and dividends or distributions of capital gains from its holdings of T-Bill ETFs (as defined below) (“ T-Bill
ETF Income”) over the expenses of the Fund. The Fund invests in futures contracts in an attempt to track its Index. The Index is
intended to reflect the change in market value of the agricultural sector. The commodities comprising the Index are Corn, Soybeans,
Wheat, Kansas City Wheat, Sugar, Cocoa, Coffee, Cotton, Live Cattle, Feeder Cattle and Lean Hogs (each an “Index Commodity”,
and collectively, the “Index Commodities’).

The Fund may invest directly in United States Treasury Obligations. The Fund may also gain exposure to United States
Treasury Obligations through investments in exchange-traded funds (“ETFs") (affiliated or otherwise) that track indexes that measure
the performance of United States Treasury Obligations with a maximum remaining maturity of up to 12 months (“T-Bill ETFS’). The
Fund investsin United States Treasury Obligations, money market mutual funds and T-Bill ETFs (affiliated or otherwise), if any, for
margin and/or cash management purposes.

The Commodity Futures Trading Commission (the “CFTC”) and certain futures exchanges impose position limits on futures
contracts that reference Index Commodities (the “Index Contracts’). As the Fund approaches or reaches position limits with respect to
an Index Commodity, the Fund may commence investing in Index Contracts that reference other Index Commodities. In those
circumstances, the Fund may also trade in futures contracts based on commaodities other than Index Commodities that the Managing
Owner reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices that correlate with an Index Contract. In addition, the Managing Owner may
determine to invest in other futures contractsif at any timeit isimpractical or inefficient to gain full or partial exposure to an Index
Commodity through the use of Index Contracts. These other futures contracts may or may not be based on an Index Commaodity.
When they are not, the Managing Owner may seek to select futures contracts that it reasonably believes tend to exhibit trading prices
that correlate with an Index Contract.

The Fund offers common units of beneficial interest (the “Shares’) only to certain eligible financial institutions (the “ Authorized
Participants’) in one or more blocks of 200,000 Shares, called a Basket. The Fund commenced investment operations on January 3,
2007. The Fund commenced trading on the American Stock Exchange (which became the NY SE Alternext US LLC) on January 5,
2007 and, since November 25, 2008, has been listed on the NY SE Arca, Inc. (the “NY SE Arca’).

This Annual Report (the “ Annual Report™) covers the years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016. Past performance of the
Fund is not necessarily indicative of future performance.
Note 2 - Summary of Significant Accounting Policies
A. Basisof Presentation

The financial statements of the Fund have been prepared using accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of
America(“U.S. GAAP").

The Fund has determined that it meets the definition of an investment company and has prepared the financial statementsin
conformity with U.S. GAAP for investment companies in conformity with accounting and reporting guidance of the Financial
Accounting Standards Board Accounting Standards Codification Topic 946, Financial Services — Investment Companies.

B. Accounting Estimates

The preparation of financia statementsin conformity with U.S. GAAP requires management to make estimates and assumptions
that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues
and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates by a significant amount. In addition, the
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Fund monitors for material events or transactions that may occur or become known after the period-end date and before the date the
financial statements are released to print.

C. Investment Valuations

Investments in open-end and closed-end registered investment companies that do not trade on an exchange are valued at the
end-of-day net asset value (“NAV") per share. Investmentsin open-end and closed-end registered investment companies that trade on
an exchange are valued at the last sales price or official closing price as of the close of the customary trading session on the exchange
where the security is principally traded.

United States Treasury Obligations are fair valued using an eval uated quote provided by an independent pricing service.
Evaluated quotes provided by the pricing service may be determined without exclusive reliance on quoted prices, and may reflect
appropriate factors such as devel opments related to specific securities, yield, quality, type of issue, coupon rate, maturity, individual
trading characteristics and other market data. All debt obligationsinvolve some risk of default with respect to interest and/or principal
payments.

Futures contracts are valued at the final settlement price set by an exchange on which they are principally traded.

Securities for which market quotations are not readily available or became unreliable are valued at fair value as determined in
good faith following procedures approved by the Managing Owner. |ssuer-specific events, market trends, bid/asked quotes of brokers
and information providers and other data may be reviewed in the course of making a good faith determination of a security’sfair
value.

D. Investment Transactionsand I nvestment | ncome

Investment transactions are accounted for on atrade date basis. Realized gains or losses from the sale or disposition of securities
or derivatives are determined on a specific identification basis and recognized in the Statements of Income and Expenses in the period
in which the contract is closed or the sale or disposition occurs, respectively. Interest income on United States Treasury Obligationsis
recognized on an accrual basis when earned. Premiums and discounts are amortized or accreted over the life of the United States
Treasury Obligations. Dividend income (net of withholding tax, if any) is recorded on the ex-dividend date.

E. Profit and Loss Allocations and Distributions

Pursuant to the Trust Agreement, income and expenses are allocated pro rata to the Managing Owner as holder of the General
Shares and to the Shareholders monthly based on their respective percentage interests as of the close of the last trading day of the
preceding month. Distributions (other than redemption of units) may be made at the sole discretion of the Managing Owner on apro
rata basis in accordance with the respective capital balances of the shareholders.

The Managing Owner has sole discretion in determining what distributions, if any, the Fund will make to shareholders. A
distribution for the year ended December 31, 2018 was paid on December 31, 2018 to holders of record as of December 26, 2018 at a
rate of $0.17994 for each General Share and Share for atotal distribution of $7 to General Shares and $5,398,200 to Shares.

F. Routine Operational, Administrative and Other Ordinary Expenses

The Managing Owner isresponsible for al routine operational, administrative and other ordinary expenses of the Fund,
including, but not limited to, computer services, the fees and expenses of the Trustee, legal and accounting fees and expenses, tax
preparation expenses, filing fees and printing, mailing and duplication costs. The Fund does not reimburse the Managing Owner for
the routine operational, administrative and other ordinary expenses of the Fund. Accordingly, such expenses are not reflected in the
Statements of Income and Expenses of the Fund.

G. Non-Recurring Feesand Expenses

The Fund pays al non-recurring and unusual fees and expenses, if any, of itself, as determined by the Managing Owner. Non-
recurring and unusual fees and expenses include fees and expenses, such as legal claims and liabilities, litigation costs,
indemnification expenses or other non-routine expenses. Non-recurring and unusual fees and expenses, by their nature, are
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unpredictable in terms of timing and amount. For the years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016, the Fund did not incur such
expenses.

H. Brokerage Commissionsand Fees

The Fund incurs all brokerage commissions, including applicable exchange fees, National Futures Association (“NFA™) fees,
give-up fees, pit brokerage fees and other transaction related fees and expenses charged in connection with trading activities by the
Commaodity Broker (as defined below). These costs are recorded as Brokerage Commissions and Fees in the Statements of Income and
Expenses. The Commodity Broker’ s brokerage commissions and trading fees are determined on a contract-by-contract basis. On
average, total charges paid to the Commodity Broker, as applicable were less than $7.00, $7.00 and $7.00 per round-turn trade during
the years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016, respectively.

I. IncomeTaxes

The Fund is classified as a partnership for U.S. federal income tax purposes. Accordingly, the Fund will generally not incur U.S.
federal income taxes. No provision for federal, state, and local income taxes has been made in the accompanying financial statements,
asinvestors are individually liable for income taxes, if any, on their allocable share of the Fund’'sincome, gain, loss, deductions and
other items.

The Managing Owner has reviewed all of the Fund’ s open tax years and major jurisdictions and concluded that there is no tax
liahility resulting from unrecognized tax benefits relating to uncertain tax positions taken or expected to be taken in future tax returns.
The Fund is also not aware of any tax positions for which it is reasonably possible that the total amounts of unrecognized tax benefits
will significantly change in the next twelve months. The major tax jurisdiction for the Fund and the earliest tax year subject to
examination: United States, 2015.

J.  Commadity Futures Contracts

The Fund utilizes derivative instruments to achieve its investment objective. A commaodity futures contract is an agreement
between counterparties to purchase or sell a specified underlying commodity for a specified price, or to pay or receive a cash amount
based on the value of an index or other reference instrument, at a future date. Initial margin deposits required upon entering into
futures contracts are satisfied by the segregation of specific securities or cash as collateral with the Commodity Broker. During the
period that the commodity futures contracts are open, changes in the value of the contracts are recognized as unrealized gains or losses
by recalculating the value of the contracts on adaily basis. Subsequent or variation margin payments are received or made depending
upon whether unrealized gains or losses are incurred. These amounts are reflected as areceivable or payable on the Statements of
Financial Condition. When the contracts are closed or expire, the Fund recognizes a realized gain or loss equal to the difference
between the proceeds from, or cost of, the closing transaction and the Fund’ s basis in the contract. Realized gains (losses) and changes
in unrealized appreciation (depreciation) on open positions are determined on a specific identification basis and recognized in the
Statements of Income and Expenses in the period in which the contract is closed or the changes occur, respectively.

Note 3 - Financial Instrument Risk

In the normal course of its business, the Fund is a party to financial instruments with off-balance sheet risk. The term “ off-
balance sheet risk” refersto an unrecorded potential liability that, even though it does not appear on the balance sheet, may result in a
future obligation or loss in excess of the amounts shown on the Statements of Financial Condition. The financial instruments used by
the Fund are commodity futures contracts, the values of which are based upon an underlying asset and generally represent future
commitments that have a reasonable possibility of being settled in cash or through physical delivery. The financial instruments are
traded on an exchange and are standardized contracts.

Market risk is the potential for changes in the value of the financial instruments traded by the Fund due to market changes,
including fluctuations in commaodity prices. In entering into these futures contracts, there exists a market risk that such futures
contracts may be significantly influenced by adverse market conditions, resulting in such futures contracts being less valuable. If the
markets should move against all of the futures contracts at the same time, the Fund could experience substantial 10sses.

Credit risk is the possibility that aloss may occur due to the failure of the Commodity Broker and/or clearing house to perform
according to the terms of afutures contract. Credit risk with respect to exchange-traded instrumentsis reduced to the extent that an
exchange or clearing organization acts as a counterparty to the transactions. The Commaodity Broker, when acting as the Fund’'s
futures commission merchant in accepting orders for the purchase or sale of domestic futures contracts, is required by CFTC
regulations to separately account for and segregate as belonging to the Fund all assets of the Fund relating to domestic futures trading.
The Commaodity Broker is not allowed to commingle such assets with other assets of the Commaodity Broker. In addition, CFTC
regulations also require the Commodity Broker to hold in a secure account assets of the Fund related to foreign futures trading. The
Fund’srisk of lossin the event of counterparty default istypically limited to the amounts recognized in the Statements of Financial
Condition and not represented by the futures contract or notional amounts of the instruments.
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The Fund has not utilized, nor does it expect to utilize in the future, specia purpose entities to facilitate off-balance sheet
financing arrangements and has no loan guarantee arrangements or off-balance sheet arrangements of any kind, other than agreements
entered into in the normal course of business noted above.

Note 4 — Service Providersand Related Party Agreements

The Trustee

Under the Trust Agreement, Wilmington Trust Company, the trustee of the Trust and the Fund (the “ Trustee”), has the power and
authority to execute and file certificates as required by the Delaware Statutory Trust Act and to accept service of process on the Fund
in the State of Delaware. The Managing Owner has the exclusive management and control of all aspects of the business of the Trust
and the Fund. The Trustee will servein that capacity until such time as the Managing Owner removes the Trustee or the Trustee
resigns and a successor is appointed by the Managing Owner. The Trustee will have no duty or liability to supervise or monitor the
performance of the Managing Owner, nor will the Trustee have any liability for the acts or omissions of the Managing Owner.

The Managing Owner

The Managing Owner serves as the Fund's commoadity pool operator, commodity trading advisor and managing owner. The
Fund pays the Managing Owner a management fee, monthly in arrears, in an amount equal to 0.85% per annum of the daily NAV of
the Fund (the “Management Fee"). The Fund, for cash management purposes, invests in money market mutual funds and/or T-Bill
ETFsthat are managed by affiliates of the Managing Owner. The indirect portion of the management fee that the Fund incurs through
such investments is in addition to the Management Fee paid to the Managing Owner. The Managing Owner has contractually agreed
to waive indefinitely the feesthat it receives in an amount equal to the indirect management fees that the Fund incurs through its
investments in affiliated money market mutual funds and/or affiliated T-Bill ETFs. The Managing Owner may terminate this fee
waiver on 60 days notice.

The Managing Owner waived fees of $120,748, $141,040 and $24,645 for the years ended December 31, 2018, 2017 and 2016,
respectively.

TheDistributor

Effective June 20, 2016, Invesco Distributors, Inc. (the “ Distributor”) became distributor and began providing certain
distribution services to the Fund. Pursuant to the Distribution Services Agreement among the Managing Owner, the Fund and the
Distributor, the Distributor assists the Managing Owner and the Fund’ s administrator, The Bank of New Y ork Mellon, with certain
functions and duties relating to distribution and marketing services to the Fund including reviewing and approving marketing
materials. Prior to June 20, 2016, ALPS Distributors, Inc. provided distribution services to the Fund.

The Managing Owner pays the Distributor a distribution fee out of the Management Fee.

The Commodity Broker

Morgan Stanley & Co. LLC, aDelaware limited liability company, serves as the Fund’ s futures clearing broker (the
“Commodity Broker”). The Commodity Broker is registered with the CFTC as a futures commission merchant and is a member of the
NFA in such capacity.

A variety of executing brokers execute futures transactions on behalf of the Fund. Such executing brokers give-up al such
transactions to the Commodity Broker. In its capacity as clearing broker, the Commaodity Broker may execute or receive transactions
executed by others and clears all of the Fund' s futures transactions and performs certain administrative and custodial services for the
Fund. The Commaodity Broker is responsible, among other things, for providing periodic accountings of all dealings and actions taken
by the Fund during the reporting period, together with an accounting of all securities, cash or other indebtedness or obligations held by
it or its nominees for or on behalf of the Fund.

The Administrator, Custodian and Transfer Agent

The Bank of New York Mellon (the “Administrator”, “ Custodian” and “ Transfer Agent”) is the administrator, custodian and
transfer agent of the Fund. The Fund and the Administrator have entered into separate administrative, custodian, transfer agency and
service agreements (collectively referred to as the “ Administration Agreement”).

Pursuant to the Administration Agreement, the Administrator performs or supervises the performance of services necessary for
the operation and administration of the Fund (other than making investment decisions), including receiving and processing orders
from Authorized Participants to create and redeem Baskets, NAV calculations, accounting and other fund administrative services. The
Administrator maintains certain financial books and records, including: Basket creation and redemption records; fund accounting
records; ledgers with respect to assets, liahilities, capital, income and expenses; the registrar, transfer journals and related details; and
trading and related documents received from the Commaodity Broker. The Managing Owner pays the Administrator feesfor its
services out of the Management Fee.
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I ndex Sponsor

The Managing Owner, on behalf of the Fund, has appointed Deutsche Investment Management Americas Inc. to serve asthe
index sponsor (the “Index Sponsor”). The Index Sponsor calculates and publishes the daily index levels and the indicative intraday
index levels. Additionally, the Index Sponsor also calculates the indicative value per Share of the Fund throughout each business day.

The Managing Owner pays the Index Sponsor alicensing fee and an index services fee out of the Management Fee for
performing its duties.

Note 5 - Deposits with Commaodity Broker and Custodian

The Fund defines cash as cash held by the Custodian. There were no cash equivalents held by the Fund as of December 31, 2018
and 2017.

The Fund may deposit cash, United States Treasury Obligations, T-Bill ETFs and money market mutual funds with the
Commodity Broker as margin, to the extent permissible under CFTC rules. The combination of the Fund’ s deposits with its
Commodity Broker of cash and United States Treasury Obligations and the unrealized profit or loss on open futures contracts
represents the Fund’ s overall equity in its broker trading account. To meet the Fund’ s maintenance margin requirements, the Fund
holds United States Treasury Obligations with the Commaodity Broker. The Fund transfers cash to the Commodity Broker to satisfy
variation margin requirements. The Fund earns interest on any excess cash deposited with the Commaodity Broker and incurs interest
expense on any deficit balance with the Commaodity Broker.

The brokerage agreement with the Commodity Broker provides for the net settlement of all financial instruments covered by the
agreement in the event of default or termination of any one contract. The Managing Owner will utilize any excess cash held at the
Commaodity Broker to offset any realized losses incurred in the commodity futures contracts, if available. To the extent that any excess
cash held at the Commaodity Broker is not adequate to cover any realized losses, a portion of the United States Treasury Obligations
and T-Bill ETFs, if any, on deposit with the Commodity Broker will be sold to make additional cash available. For financial reporting
purposes, the Fund offsets financial assets and financial liabilities that are subject to legally enforceable netting arrangements.

The Fund’ s remaining cash, United States Treasury Obligations, T-Bill ETFs and money market mutual fund holdings are on
deposit with the Custodian. The Fund is permitted to temporarily carry a negative or overdrawn balancein its account with the
Custodian. The Fund incurs interest expense on any overdraft balance with the Custodian. Such balances, if any at period-end, are
shown on the Statements of Financial Condition under the payable caption Due to custodian.

Note 6 - Additional Valuation Information

U.S. GAAP defines fair value as the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer aliability in an orderly
transaction between market participants at the measurement date, under current market conditions. U.S. GAAP establishes a hierarchy
that prioritizes the inputs to valuation methods, giving the highest priority to readily available unadjusted quoted pricesin an active
market for identical assets (Level 1) and the lowest priority to significant unobservable inputs (Level 3), generally when market prices
are not readily available or are unreliable. Based on the valuation inputs, the securities or other investments are tiered into one of three
levels. Changes in valuation methods or market conditions may result in transfersin or out of an investment’s assigned level:

Level 1: Prices are determined using quoted prices in an active market for identical assets.

Level 2: Prices are determined using other significant observable inputs. Observable inputs are inputs that other market
participants may use in pricing a security. These may include quoted prices for similar securities, interest rates, prepayment speeds,
credit risk, yield curves, loss severities, default rates, discount rates, volatilities and others.

Level 3: Prices are determined using significant unobservable inputs. In situations where quoted prices or observable inputs are
unavailable (for example, when there islittle or no market activity for an investment at the end of the period), unobservable inputs
may be used. Unobservable inputs reflect the Fund’ s own assumptions about the factors market participants would use in determining
fair value of the securities or instruments and would be based on the best available information.

The levels assigned to the securities valuations may not be an indication of the risk or liquidity associated with investing in
those securities. Because of the inherent uncertainties of valuation, the values reflected in the financia statements may materially
differ from the value received upon actua sale of those investments.

Note 9 - Share Pur chases and Redemptions
(a) Purchases

On any business day, an Authorized Participant may place an order with the Transfer Agent to create one or more Baskets. Each
Basket consists of ablock of 200,000 Shares. For purposes of processing both creation and redemption orders, a“business day” means
any day other than a day when banksin New Y ork City are required or permitted to be closed. Creation orders must be placed by
10:00 am., Eastern Time. The day on which the Transfer Agent receives avalid creation order is the creation order date. The day on
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which acreation order is settled is the creation order settlement date. Cash settlement occurs at the creation order settlement date. As
provided below, the creation order settlement date may occur up to two business days after the creation order date. By placing a
creation order, and prior to delivery of such Baskets, an Authorized Participant’s Depository Trust Company (“DTC”) account is
charged the non-refundabl e transaction fee due for the creation order.

Unless otherwise agreed to by the Managing Owner and the Authorized Participant as provided in the next sentence, Baskets are
issued on the creation order settlement date as of 2:45 p.m., Eastern Time, on the business day immediately following the creation
order date at the applicable NAV per Share as of the closing time of the NY SE Arca or the last to close of the exchanges on which its
futures contracts are traded, whichever is later, on the creation order date, but only if the required payment has been timely received.
Upon submission of a creation order, the Authorized Participant may request the Managing Owner to agree to a creation order
settlement date up to two business days after the creation order date.

(b) Redemptions

On any business day, an Authorized Participant may place an order with the Transfer Agent to redeem one or more Baskets.
Redemption orders must be placed by 10:00 a.m., Eastern Time. The day on which the Managing Owner receives avalid redemption
order is the redemption order date. The day on which aredemption order is settled is the redemption order settlement date. Cash
settlement occurs at the redemption order settlement date. As provided below, the redemption order settlement date may occur up to
two business days after the redemption order date. The redemption procedures allow Authorized Participants to redeem Baskets.
Individual Shareholders may not redeem directly from the Fund. Instead, individual Shareholders may only redeem Sharesin integral
multiples of 200,000 and only through an Authorized Participant.

Unless otherwise agreed to by the Managing Owner and the Authorized Participant as provided in the next sentence, by placing
aredemption order, an Authorized Participant agrees to deliver the Baskets to be redeemed through DTC’ s book-entry system to the
Fund not later than the redemption order settlement date as of 2:45 p.m., Eastern Time, on the business day immediately following the
redemption order date. Upon submission of aredemption order, the Authorized Participant may request the Managing Owner to agree
to aredemption order settlement date up to two business days after the redemption order date. By placing aredemption order, and
prior to receipt of the redemption proceeds, an Authorized Participant’s DTC account is charged the non-refundabl e transaction fee
due for the redemption order.

The redemption proceeds from the Fund consist of the cash redemption amount. The cash redemption amount is equal to the
NAYV of the number of Basket(s) requested in the Authorized Participant’ s redemption order as of the closing time of the NY SE Arca
or the last to close of the exchanges on which the Fund’ s futures contracts are traded, whichever is later, on the redemption order date.
The Managing Owner will distribute the cash redemption amount at the redemption order settlement date as of 2:45 p.m., Eastern
Time, on the redemption order settlement date through DTC to the account of the Authorized Participant as recorded on DTC’ s book-
entry system.

The redemption proceeds due from the Fund are delivered to the Authorized Participant at 2:45 p.m., Eastern Time, on the
redemption order settlement date if, by such time, the Fund’'s DTC account has been credited with the Baskets to be redeemed. If the
Fund’'s DTC account has not been credited with all of the Baskets to be redeemed by such time, the redemption distribution is
delivered to the extent of whole Baskets received. Any remainder of the redemption distribution is delivered on the next business day
to the extent of remaining whole Baskets received if the Transfer Agent receives the fee applicable to the extension of the redemption
distribution date which the Managing Owner may, from time-to-time, determine and the remaining Baskets to be redeemed are
credited to the Fund’s DTC account by 2:45 p.m., Eastern Time, on such next business day. Any further outstanding amount of the
redemption order will be cancelled. The Managing Owner is also authorized to deliver the redemption distribution notwithstanding
that the Baskets to be redeemed are not credited to the Fund's DTC account by 2:45 p.m., Eastern Time, on the redemption order
settlement date if the Authorized Participant has collateralized its obligation to deliver the Baskets through DTC' s book-entry system
on such terms as the Managing Owner may determine from time-to-time.

Note 10 - Commitments and Contingencies

The Managing Owner, either in its own capacity or in its capacity as the Managing Owner and on behalf of the Fund, has
entered into various service agreements that contain a variety of representations, or provide indemnification provisions related to
certain risks service providers undertake in performing services for the Fund. The Trust Agreement provides for the Fund to indemnify
the Managing Owner and any affiliate of the Managing Owner that provides services to the Fund to the maximum extent permitted by
applicable law, subject to certain exceptions for disqualifying conduct by the Managing Owner or such an affiliate. The Fund's
maximum exposure under these arrangements is unknown as this would involve future claims that may be made against the Fund that
have not yet occurred. Further, the Fund has not had prior claims or losses pursuant to these contracts. Accordingly, the Managing
Owner expects therisk of loss to be remote.

The Managing Owner receives a monthly Management Fee of 1/12th of
0.85% per annum of the daily NAV of the Fund at the end of each month.

For the year ended December 31, 2018, the Fund has incurred Management Fees of $5,490,679 of which $5,111,544 had been
paid at December 31, 2018. Management Fees of $379,135 were unpaid at December 31, 2018 and are reported as a liability on the
Statements of Financial Condition.

For the year ended December 31, 2018, the Fund has incurred brokerage commissions of $512,550 of which $509,287 had been
paid at December 31, 2018.
